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Dear 

I hope you have been encouraged by the reports forwarded back to you from our recent trip to Uganda.  I am currently planning to go to the Democratic Republic of Congo, Burundi, and Rwanda in October as a co-leader with Bob Jordan.  Bob and I were co-leaders last year on our trip to India.  This will be a 17 day trip involving many kilometers of travel with a team of 8 Americans and several nationals from each country.   I am excited to be working with Bob again and getting to know a lot of new team members.

Of the three countries, Rwanda is probably the most stable and we will be flying into Kigali, the capital city.  The justice system and the prisons are still overwhelmed with men who are accused of planning and carrying out the terrible genocide of 1994 where almost 1,000,000 Tutsi and moderate Hutus were murdered.   The prisons are full of men who do not quite understand how they could have done anything so terrible as kill their fellow man during a mass frenzy perpetrated by a few but participated in by many.  I have heard men in Rwanda prisons say many times “I don’t understand how I could have done such things” or “I must have been possessed by evil spirits to have done such terrible things”. We will be offering Christ as a salve to those tormented souls.

I recently read a report from Human Rights Watch about the numbers of children prisoners in the Burundi and Congo prisons.  They are housed with adults even before they are convicted of any crimes and are subject to much abuse.  Many of them were forced into the rebel militias after their villages were attacked and they were kidnapped.  These are comments taken from two of the children in prison:
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In addition to children inmates there are also continuing reports of many adult and child inmates starving to death and dying of disease because of a lack of food or any medical care. Many of you know that my heart aches for these men and I see them as being once children who slipped through the cracks of society and became hardened criminals.  Their hearts must be softened by God’s Holy Spirit before they can believe in and trust Him who is able to do all things including providing love, acceptance and forgiveness….returning to a childlike faith.  

As I’m sure you know, these trips are not possible without partners like you.   I will have to raise close to $4,000.00 in order to fund this trip.  I would be so honored and humbled if you would prayerfully consider financially partnering with us to carry out this work with a gift that the Lord lays on your heart.
