Over the last 7 years the lord has opened up the doors for us to go to the 4 corners of the world where we have office in 12 countries.

God is doing an incredible work in the prisons of the world and revival is breaking out.

Stats on PFC- last year we had 262,000 inmates attend our PFC services with over 32,000 coming to know the Lord. Our volunteers are conducting over 6 services per day around the world. The sun never sets on Prisoners For Christ!

And . . . And, last year, we had over 11,000 men women and children accept the Lord Jesus as their personal Lord and Savior for the first time.  Can anyone say amen to that?  

At Prisoners For Christ we believe in training. Nate and I will bring various teachings during this conference. You are about to participate in Prisoners For Christ University. We believe in training because the Bible teaches that we are to train and equip the saints to do the work of the ministry.
