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God Almighty, in the Scriptures, is likened unto a good earthly father, in that He is protector, provider, guide, and ever-present source of strength, encouragement, goodwill, and so much more. He loves us and desires relationship with us. Let’s look at ten areas to remember that our God and Savior would have us to know, such that we can walk in confidence and assurance and carry out His perfect will for our lives.
1.)  Matthew 16:9 Do ye not yet understand, neither remember the five loaves of the five thousand, and how many baskets ye took up?   

God provides. When we get anxious, especially as young Christians, we have to remember that the God that has been faithful in the past will be faithful in the future. If those in that day can forget the loaves and the fish, a tremendous creative miracle, how much more can we forget? Let us not forget, let us remember that God will provide. This is how an earthly father should be, and this is how our Heavenly Father is.
2.)  Luke 16:25 But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime receivedst thy good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: but now he is comforted, and thou art tormented.

God is judge. When all we see is the physical it’s often easy to forget the spiritual. But in this life we enjoy spiritual benefits while ignoring, dismissing, or even denying them. But let us remember that there is a heaven to be gained and a hell to be shunned. God is righteous, and sin has to be dealt with. Sin was dealt with in the death, burial, and resurrection of Christ. Remember that.
3.)  Luke 17:32 Remember Lot's wife.

God tells it straight. Jesus told it straight in this text. Lot’s wife wanted the life and lifestyle of Sodom and Gomorrah. This was a terrible decision. Christians today enjoy dabbling in sin, thinking it has no consequences since they have been a part of the church world for so long. But sin has a price. This is why Jesus said to remember Lot’s wife. She was consumed and that was her sad end. Lot has no more wife, the children have no more mother. Remember that. 

4.)  Luke 23:42-43 And he said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me when thou comest into thy kingdom.  And Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, Today shalt thou be with me in paradise.   

God forgives. The vile sinner who was getting what he deserved received amazing grace from the Lord of Glory who was being crucified for the sin of the world. And the first person to follow Jesus into Heaven was a death row inmate. Jesus said he came to seek and save the lost, and that’s you and me, and that’s the most hardened human being also. God has a heart for the sinner.
5.)  Luke 24:6-8 He is not here, but is risen: remember how he spoke unto you when he was yet in Galilee, saying, The Son of man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and the third day rise again.  And they remembered his words.

God reveals his plans. The angel had to remind them what the Lord had told them. Today we’d do well to understand the scriptures, and to remember the multiple hundreds of precious promises as well as the multitude of warnings. God’s way is to do things out in the open. Remember the words of the Lord, and heed them, and succeed.
6.)  John 15:20-21 Remember the word that I said unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord. If they have persecuted me, they will also persecute you; if they have kept my saying, they will keep yours also. But all these things will they do unto you for my name's sake, because they know not him that sent me.

Serving God comes at a price. Be prepared, the world hated Jesus and it will hate you. I marvel at a segment of the Christian community that has gone overboard on health, wealth, status, opulence, dominion, and hyper-faith. When persecution, or setback, or death comes, they pass out in a pile because they didn’t remember the words of the Lord, that in this life the Christian will be hated and when someone hates you they are not rolling out the red carpet of friendship.
7.)  Acts 20:31 Therefore watch, and remember, that by the space of three years I ceased not to warn every one night and day with tears.  

God warns. Vultures were going to creep into the church, and Paul knew it. The enemy is always seeking to bring confusion, disruption, and division. False teachers are a dime a dozen. Self-important people, who prefer the praises of men to the favor of God can deceive the elect, and many do. Such people are out there, we have to remember that.
8.) 2 Timothy 2:8 Remember that Jesus Christ of the seed of David was raised from the dead according to my gospel:

God raised Christ from the dead. The greatest event in a long line of great events was the resurrection of Christ. This validates our faith. This demonstrates that Christ’s blood saves. This demonstrates that the grave has been conquered. This shows that the devil is defeated. So much is wrapped up in the resurrection, and to remember that gives us confidence, hope, and assurance of salvation.
9.) Hebrews 13:3 Remember them that are in bonds, as bound with them; and them which suffer adversity, as being yourselves also in the body.
Remember the poor. This verse capsulates God’s disposition to the poor, the inmate, the hungry, the thirsty, the fatherless, the orphan and the widow. The Christian is to remember them. Sin pounds people into the ground. Those who suffer hardship and adversity, whether or not they brought it on themselves or not, have a place in God’s heart, like a father toward a wayward child, and as God’s hands extended we are to remember these people, and minister unto them.

10.) Matthew 5:23-24 Therefore if thou bring thy gift to the altar, and there remember that thy brother hath ought against thee; Leave there thy gift before the altar, and go thy way; first be reconciled to thy brother, and then come and offer thy gift.

God desires unity. It’s a fact that in the Christian community there can be friction between brothers to the point of offense. This verse states, and we are to remember what it states, that if we know that someone in the body of Christ has an offense against us, that we are to be the one who goes to them to clear up the matter, and not the other way around. This is an admonishment to the mature Christian, to go to the weaker brother, who is offended but doesn’t necessarily have the tools to confront the issue, that the mature brother would do so, such that there is unity in the Christian community.
It is worthwhile to remember the goodness of the Lord, of His good hand on His people, and in doing so we gain for ourselves greater trust in Him, greater love for Him, and greater nearness to Him. Remember what God would have us to remember.
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
