What is an Eastern Washington Short Term Missions Campaign?

The PFC EWA trip is a three day (Friday through Sunday) 24/7 ministry blitz to the eastern side of the state and often including Oregon. The centerpiece of the mission is Christian Concerts, which are then followed by a message/sermon and an altar close.

Why Do We Do This?

PFC is dedicated to taking the gospel to the jails, prisons, and juvenile institutions of Washington State and beyond. There are many advantages of investing in EWA missions:

· Keeps PFC in touch with the chaplaincy of all of Washington State.
· With a solid ministry model, the results are beneficial to the institution, inmate, and kingdom of Heaven.

· Provides an opportunity for ministry to music teams and preaching teams.

· Gives the campaigner a taste of what 24/7 ministry is like; a good preparation for a foreign missions campaign.

· Gives PFC the opportunity to see inmates who have been transferred to the eastern side of the state who we ministered to on the western side.

· Builds strong camaraderie among the campaigners, always a good thing!

· Allows everyone to stretch their faith and expand their vision of ministry.

· Allows regular ministry to very remote sites.

· We visit Standing Stones, visit with the staff and residents, and show the men how ordinary people can be involved in missionary activity.
For many, many years the Juvenile Ministry Department at PFC has been conducting quarterly EWA missions campaigns. Beginning a few years ago the Adult Ministry side of PFC has been conducting similar campaigns.

Presently…
· PFC conducts three to four Eastern Washington short term missions trips per year.  Spring, Summer, Early Fall, Late Fall (3 to 4 JV, 3 to 4 adult)
· PFC could double this if more persons took on one trip each year!
· The campaign members finance the entire trip themselves – no reimbursements from PFC.

When traveling by car expenses include hotel and eating out. Two to a room works well and cuts down on costs. Must budget in time for meals. In a motorhome you eat while driving or eat at the RV park.
Who Sets This All Up?

The group leader identifies a concert team (the concert team leader recruits his team) as well as others who have a need to go on an EWA trip (e.g. to prepare for an international campaign, to be a driver, etc.).

The group leader works with the PFC front office in arranging venues. The PFC office makes the contacts with candidate institutions and arranges, with assistance from the group leader, where to go, when to go, and for how long the campaign will be.

Clearance Issues?

The PFC office submits the full equipment list to the host institutions, along with the personal information of each ministry team person (name, address, WDL, SSN, etc.).

Concert Team Profile

Concert teams can include as few or as many people as you want (with some constraints).  Our team started out with just two people playing an acoustic guitar and a digital piano.  The next year we added an additional vocalist and this year we added a drummer.  Larger groups tend to be more dynamic and can provide more variety, but don’t be afraid to start small.  Another thing to consider is the amount of equipment you are bringing.  You have to carry and check through security all your equipment.  While musical talent is essential, a heart for ministry is required of all members. (Team members provide their own equipment.)
Example Song List

As with any type of presentation, consider your audience when preparing your material.  Some audiences will be largely unchurched while others will be mostly believers.  As this is billed as a concert tour, you will want to include numbers that can be considered performance pieces.  However you will always want to include some worship numbers as well.  It is helpful to choose songs that speak to the spiritual condition of the inmates.  Concerts last between 30 and 60 minutes, sometimes longer, so you’ll want to prepare enough material to compile different-lengths of set lists.  You may choose to have a similar set list at each venue or to create a new one for each place.  Here are the numbers we prepared for a tour conducted in the summer of 2009:

Something you’ll want to consider as you are preparing your set is to highlight all the members of your team in some way.  For example, if you have three vocalists, allow each member to lead or have some sort of solo.  This gives the audiences a chance to identify with each member, and it makes the trip more meaningful for everyone involved.

Typical Rehearsal Schedule

If you already play together on a regular basis, your existing rehearsals will likely be adequate for your team to prepare for a trip.  However, don’t underestimate the importance of being prepared.  If you are bringing people together who don’t normally play together – or who haven’t played together in a while – you will want to rehearse one or two times a month, starting several months before the trip.  It is recommended that you don’t wait until the last minute to just throw something together.

Concert Team Expectations

The Bible says we cannot serve two masters.  The same holds true on these missions trips as well.  There should be one person on the concert team that is the leader of the team.  The concert team is expected to drive setup and tear down at each venue, although all members of the whole ministry team – including preaching members – will be expected to assist.  It works well to assign roles to each person (e.g. speakers, microphones, sound board, etc.) so that everything gets done as quickly as possible.  Typically people will fall into a role as the trip goes along, but some should be assigned up front (e.g. the drummer will probably be responsible for setting up the drums).

A lot of the energy on these trips is expended by the concert team – both emotional and physical, so it is important to prepare yourselves for that expenditure.  While on the road, make sure you get the rest you need so that you will be ready for the next concert.  As with any ministry trip involving people (that would be all of them), it would be easy to allow small issues to become large ones if we don’t walk in grace toward one another.
