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Introduction to
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Greetings! The very fact that you are sitting in this brief seminar says a lot! It says your open to what the Spirit of the Lord may choose to do in and through you. That is exciting! May God’s blessing be on you as you consider the ministry of Northwest Transitional Living and Standing Stones Orchards! 

Keynote Prayer Verse (Revelation 22: 1-5)

Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, as clear as crystal, flowing from the throne of God and of the Lamb down the middle of the great street of the city. On each side of the river stood the tree of life, bearing twelve crops of fruit, yielding its fruit every month. And the leaves of the tree are for the healing of the nations. No longer will there be any curse. The throne of God and of the Lamb will be in the city, and his servants will serve him. They will see his face, and his name will be on their foreheads. There will be no more night. They will not need the light of a lamp or the light of the sun, for the Lord God will give them light.  And they will reign forever and ever.

 

Our constant prayer is the good work that the Holy Spirit does in them and through them in this rehabilitation ministry will bear fruit after they leave the program, and that their lives will be continually changing to conform them more and more into the image of Christ.

How Did We Get Here?  Prisoners for Christ Outreach Ministries is an evangelical, outreach-minded ministry specializing in ministry to inmates. PFC started out small, as do most ministries. Initially we ministered locally in the Seattle area, then over time extended our outreach to the I-5 corridor across Snohomish, King, and Pierce counties, in both jail and prison systems. In time we were ministering across Washington State and across the country with our Yard Out inmate newspaper and our Correspondence Course Bible Study lessons. 

NWTL is based on Dunklin Memorial Camp and its community church, is the model for NWTL/SSO.  Dunklin Memorial Camp has been in existence for 45 years.  Founded in the Okeechobee wilderness area of Florida by Mickey and Laura Maye Evans in 1962, its purpose is the spiritual, emotional, and physical regeneration of alcoholics and drug addicts. A subsequent vision, the “City of Refuge” was birthed to further protect and shelter those in recovery.

The City of Refuge concept is taken from the Old Testament when God established cities where people could go as a safe haven. The City of Refuge, as modeled by Dunklin Memorial Camp, is a stepping stone that starts the process of restoration, regeneration and reconciliation to families.  It’s an environment ideal for learning to personally hear from God and to be grounded in the principles of Christian life.

What is NWTL and Standing Stones Orchards?

The Northwest Transitional Living (NWTL) is a faith based, Christ-centered 501 (c)3 non-profit organization that provides individuals with drug and alcohol dependencies a healthy environment in which to successfully deal with the issues that have shaped their lives.  NWTL is a regeneration ministry that combines biblical teaching with classroom teaching.  On site teaching incorporates daily work ethics combined with family recovery and reconciliation.

Standing Stones Orchards, an existing, fruit orchard is the site of the regeneration program.  The name was taken from the two instances in the Bible where the Lord instructed the nation of Israel to erect stones as a “lasting” testimony to future generations as reminder that God had done something incredible in their midst.  The first monument commemorated Moses receiving the Ten Commandments.  The second occurred after Joshua led the nation of Israel in crossing the Jordan River. 

 

What is the purpose of NWTL and Standing Stones Orchards?

The men who successfully complete the program will be modern day “living” Standing Stones who inspire others entering the program that God can do incredible things in their lives and the lives of their families.  They will be lasting testimonies to future generations and to our communities that the Lord is still in the miracle business, redeeming lives racked by drug and alcohol addictions.

Standing Stones Orchards is nestled in the foothills of the Cascades Mountains in Eastern Washington. Situated on 40 acres, the orchard produces apples, cherries, pears and peaches.  Rural settings have a positive effect on people involved in conflict and personal crisis.  A peaceful setting tempers the soul and nurtures healing.  Our candidates will find such an environment at Standing Stones Orchards.

 

 Who are approved candidates for Standing Stones?

Men who are Twenty-five years or older who suffer life threatening alcohol and drug addictive lifestyles and who have a history of incarceration in jail or prison are eligible for the program.

Who is not eligible for the Program?

Those individuals who have been sentenced for child molestation, pedophiles, Level 1, 2, 3 Sex offenders, individuals with mental health issues or chronic health problems cannot be approved due to permitting and zoning ordinances.
What is the Curriculum?

The mandatory length of stay for successfully graduating from the program is 10 months. After this 10 month period the candidate can either successfully graduate out of the program back to the community and families or chose to stay on for Phase 2 and Servant Leader Training.

What is the Cost of the Program?

 
The financial obligation to the candidate for the ten month program is $4,000. No one will be denied admittance to this program because of lack of funds. It will be suggested to the potential candidate to obtain sponsors or donate assets to waive the costs. If a potential resident is indigent then payment is expected within five years of leaving the program in monthly installments of $5-$100.

 

Our Admission Procedures

 
The single most important factor for admittance into NWTL’s program is a man’s attitude. Each incoming resident is interviewed to see if he has a sincere desire to find spiritual help. We have found that we cannot help a man until he is ready to let God help him.

 

Our program is ten months long. Because of this, the following established requirements must be met prior to consideration for admission:
 
1. We require that the man interested in the program write us a letter. The following information is required: current situation; reason for wanting to enter program; name, age, address, and phone number; occupation and work history; marital status and number of dependents; how your family will be cared for while here; type of addiction and number of years in it; previous rehabilitation programs attended; complete criminal history if any; and medical problems requiring special attention. We will respond to the letter as quickly as possible.

2. All interview appointments will be scheduled by the program director and set during normal working hours. Weekend appointments will not be allowed.

3. The personal interview should in no way be interpreted as automatic acceptance into the program. Its purpose is to discern if a man is truly ready to receive help and determine how we can best meet his particular needs.

4. We will not take men into our program who are intoxicated or under heavy sedation.

5. Persons requiring medication or medical attention will have their situation reviewed on an individual basis.

6. No tobacco products of any kind are allowed in the program because of the correlation between alcohol, drug, and tobacco addiction. One of the goals of the program is to overcome all self-destructive addictions.

7. Items necessary for residents, such as clothing and toiletries, will be discussed before entering the program.

 

The Work Program

The main income-generating activity of the Standing Stones is the orchard itself. Fruit raised includes apples, pears, cherries, and even peppers. The men learn husbandry and other farm skills.

Other income-generating and work-training activities under consideration might include an Auto Detailing service and a Landscaping business. Other activities are under consideration. Do you have any ideas? We are equipped for light manufacturing!

What’s Next?

Chaplains – Communicate NWTL to you church, your chaplain associates, families, friends, and potential inmate candidates. You now know who to refer and you know the referral process to avoid directing a person not qualified for the program.

PFC Volunteers – Communicate NWTL to your church and personal network. Gather your church Men’s group and arrange to come over for a weekend on a short-term missions trip to work on the facilities and equipment. This contributes to the rehab process as men in the program see your acceptance, work ethic, and you serve as a friend and role model. Get to meet the men! They will see how you are an example for Christ that they need and want. You can make a difference!

Relatives of Potential Candidates – If you like what you see arrange for an on-site tour of Standing Stones – we’re open 24/7/365! This Christ-Centered new work uses curriculum developed over a 43 year period and it works!!

Church Leaders – How do you handle a person with addictions and even a criminal past? You refer them to Standing Stones! Come tour the facilities and learn how to minister to the least of the least of your flock, ones whom the devil has sought to destroy, but there is a City of Refuge, amen!

How Can You Be Involved?

Prayer Support – we covet your prayers for men who’s lives are fragile, who have in many cases reached the end of their rope, who are ensnared by the enemy of their souls and need not only a safe haven and strong Christ-centered teaching with life skills training, but also the prayers of the saints to sustain them through the time it takes for lasting change to take effect. Every program has its victories and its disappointments. Prayer makes a difference!

Work Parties – Call it a Men’s Retreat, call it a Short Term Missions Trip – there are Spring and Summer work weekends regularly scheduled.  Men's church groups can come to Standing Stones to do some work projects, fellowship, worship and swing some hammers together. This is an incredible boost to our men in the program and the many projects that are left undone. Bring your sleeping bags, RV’s, tents, or maybe even camp out underneath the stars. (You would not believe the stars on the ranch on a summer night). Contact the PFC office for specific projects and available weekends.

Donations – There’s always something needed at Standing Stones and God’s people have been generous with clothing, household appliances, gardening equipment, and so much more. Kindly contact the PFC office for a listing of current materials needed. Until the ministry is able to stand alone financially based on its businesses, cash donations are needed and gratefully accepted. All that’s provided makes a real difference in the ministry of Standing Stones.

Just so you know…

Standing Stones is in its infancy, but has come a long way in a short time! We have a Board of Directors who oversee the ministry finances and operations. Standing Stones had its first graduating class in March 2009. A vast number of potential residents are being interviewed and the ministry is meeting a need presently unmet in the Northwest. With God’s help and grace and with the involvement of God’s people in this work Standing Stones will become that City of Refuge that has as its legacy a vast sea of recovered men, who go on to lead productive lives, who’s families are strengthened, and thus the kingdom of God is advanced.[image: image2.png]
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
