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The Bible has something to say about the atheist, or the person who does not believe in God.  There is not much good news for the atheist in these following Bible verses.  There is also no such thing as being neutral about God.  You're either for Him or against Him (Jesus said in Luke 11:23, He that is not with me is against me: and he that gathers not with me scatters.)  Read the following verses carefully, and be sure to read through to the end of the back page.  God bless.

Psalms 14:1  The fool has said in his heart, There is no God.  They are corrupt, they have done abominable works, there is none that does good.
Psalms 10:4  The wicked, through the pride of his countenance, will not seek after God: God is not in all his thoughts.

Psalms 36:1  The transgression of the wicked says within my heart, that there is no fear of God before his eyes.

Proverbs 30:8, 9  Remove far from me vanity and lies; give me neither poverty nor riches; feed me with food convenient for me: lest I be full, and deny you, and say, Who is the Lord? or lest I be poor, and steal, and take the name of my God in vain.

1 John 2:22  Who is a liar but he who denies that Jesus is the Christ?  He is an antichrist, that denies the Father and the Son.

Titus 1:15, 16  Unto the pure all things are pure: but unto them that are defiled and unbelieving is nothing pure; but even their mind and conscience is defiled. They profess that they know God; but in works they deny him, being abominable, and disobedient; and unto every good work reprobate.

2 Peter 3:3  Knowing this first, that there shall come in the last days scoffers, walking after their own lusts, and saying, 'Where is the promise of his (The Lord Jesus Christ's) coming? for since the fathers (men of the Old Testament) fell asleep (died) all things continue as they were from the beginning of the creation.'  For this they willingly are ignorant...
Proverbs 1:7  The fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge: but fools despise wisdom and instruction.

Proverbs 19:29  Judgments are prepared for scorners, and beatings for the back of fools.

Matthew 7:24‑27  Therefore whosoever hears these sayings of mine (Jesus Christ), and does them, I will liken him to a wise man, which built his house upon a rock.  And the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; and it fell not: for it was founded upon a rock.  And everyone that hears these sayings of mine, and does them not, shall be likened unto a foolish man, which built his house upon the sand.  And the rains descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; and it fell: and great was the fall of it.
Proverbs 3:33‑35  The curse of the Lord is in the house of the wicked: but he blesses the habitation of the just. Surely he scorns the scorners: but he gives grace to the lowly.  The wise shall inherit glory: but shame shall be the promotion of fools.
Malachi 3:13-18  Your words have been strong against me, says the Lord.  Yet you say, What have we spoken so much against you?  You have said, It is vain to serve God: and what profit is it that we have kept his laws, and that we have walked mournfully before the Lord of hosts?  And now we call the proud happy; yea, they that work wickedness are set up; yea, they that tempt God are even escaped.  Then they that feared the Lord spoke often one to another: and the Lord hearkened, and heard it, and a book of remembrance was written before him for them that feared the Lord, and that thought upon his name.  And they shall be mine, says the Lord of hosts, in that day when I make up my jewels; and I will spare them, as a man spares his own son that serves him.  Then shall you return, and discern between the righteous and the wicked, between him that serves God and him that serves him not.
Find a Bible and read Romans 1:28‑2:3.  Note particularly what it says in chapter 1, verse 30: "Haters of God."  Then note chapter 2, verse 3: "...the judgment of God."  There is not much good news for the atheist if he dies an atheist.

Ephesians 2:12‑13  ...having no hope and without God in this world.  But now in Christ Jesus you who sometimes were far off are made near by the blood of Christ.  (Without God no one has any hope, with God you have joy, peace, purpose, and HOPE.)

Proverbs 12:10  ...the tender mercies of the wicked are cruel.

The sad fact is, that most of the world's people are facing a Christless eternity.  They do this of their own choosing. Jesus Christ came to die for the sin of the world. Jesus is the Son of God.  Jesus is God in the flesh.  The Bible says in 2 Peter 3:9,  ...God is not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance.

Nevertheless, Jesus Himself said:

 Matthew 7:13, 14, "Enter ye in at the straight gate: for wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leads to destruction, and many there be which go in thereat: Because straight is the gate, and narrow is the way, which leads unto life, and few there be that find it."

What will you be?  An atheist?  The Bible says in Proverbs 13:15, "...the way of the transgressors is hard."  Or will you be a Christian, where Jesus says in Matthew 11:28‑30, "Come unto me all ye that labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.  Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me: for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls.  For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light."
The choice is Heaven or hell.  Receive Jesus as Lord and Savior, live a blessed life, and enter Heaven for eternity when your life on earth is done.  Or live the hard life of the transgressor, be one of the devil's fools, and when you've ended a miserable life on earth, enter into hell, where there is weeping and wailing and gnashing of teeth.  No wonder the Bible says in Psalms 14:1, The fool has said in his heart, 'There is no God.'
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
