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Where have you been in your life?  Arizona? Florida? Alaska? Hawaii? California? Missouri?  How about Canada? Mexico? or even Europe?  Some people reading this lesson may have even been to Africa or Asia.  All of us cannot go to some of the places listed.  But we can all go to the feet of Jesus.  Following are three separate times that Mary, the sister of Martha and brother of Lazarus, went to the feet of Jesus. 

#1  At the feet of Jesus to learn of Him 

Luke 10:38-42  Now it happened as they went that He (Jesus) entered a certain village; and a certain woman named Martha welcomed Him into her house.  39  And she had a sister called Mary, who also sat at Jesus' feet and heard His word.  40  But Martha was distracted with much serving, and she approached Him and said, "Lord, do You not care that my sister has left me to serve alone?  Therefore tell her to help me."  41  And Jesus answered and said to her, "Martha, Martha, you are worried and troubled about many things.  42  "But one thing is needed, and Mary has chosen that good part, which will not be taken away from her."

Sometimes things have to get done; but sometimes it's time to learn from the Lord.  Mary chose to sit at the feet of Jesus to hear his word.  Jesus has the words of life, eternal life.  Jesus commended Mary for doing the "one thing [that] is needed," and that one thing is discovered in the book of Psalms: Psalms 27:4  One thing I have desired of the LORD, that will I seek: that I may dwell in the house of the LORD all the days of my life, to behold the beauty of the LORD, and to inquire in His temple.
Mary chose to learn of the Lord.  One day we are going to make heaven our home (those who are Christians), and that is one more reason to learn of Jesus.  Jesus Himself said in Matthew 11:28-30  Come unto me, all ye that labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.  29  Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls.  30  For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.
Learning of the Lord takes time.  But it is God's will.  It was God's will for Mary, and it is God's will for us.  Mary learned of Jesus, are you?  2 Peter 3:18  But grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  To him be glory both now and for ever.  Amen.
#2  At the feet of Jesus to bring our hurts to Him 

John 11:24-32  Jesus said to her, "Your brother will rise again."  24  Martha said to Him, "I know that he will rise again in the resurrection at the last day."  25  Jesus said to her, "I am the resurrection and the life.  He who believes in Me, though he may die, he shall live.  26  "And whoever lives and believes in Me shall never die.  Do you believe this?"  27  She said to Him, "Yes, Lord, I believe that You are the Christ, the Son of God, who is to come into the world."  28  And when she had said these things, she went her way and secretly called Mary her sister, saying, "The Teacher has come and is calling for you."  29  As soon as she heard that, she arose quickly and came to Him.  30  Now Jesus had not yet come into the town, but was in the place where Martha met Him.  31  Then the Jews who were with her in the house, and comforting her, when they saw that Mary rose up quickly and went out, followed her, saying, "She is going to the tomb to weep there."  32  Then, when Mary came where Jesus was, and saw Him, she [Mary] fell down at His feet, saying to Him, "Lord, if You had been here, my brother would not have died."
Lazarus, the brother of Mary and Martha, had died.  Both Martha and Mary came to Jesus with their hurts.  They said point-blank that if Jesus had only come sooner, Lazarus would not have died.  Sometimes we too feel that God's timing is not right, and that if He had only done this or that our current problem would not be a problem.

But Jesus never said we wouldn't have any problems or hurts.  He did say that we could bring them to Him.  1 Peter 5:7 Casting all your care upon him; for he careth for you.  As we develop as Christians, we learn that we can count on God, through thick and thin, Hebrews 13:5-6  Let your conversation [behavior] be without covetousness; and be content with such things as ye have: for he hath said, I will never leave thee, nor forsake thee.  6  So that we may boldly say, The Lord is my helper, and I will not fear what man shall do unto me.

God will not chastise you for coming to Him with your hurts.  God is compassionate.  No one was more compassionate than Jesus.  The Old Testament has a prophecy about the coming Messiah: Isaiah 42:3  A bruised reed shall he not break, and the smoking flax shall he not quench: he shall bring forth judgment unto truth.
Jesus did not come to make tough guys out of us.  Rather he came to bear burdens, to heal hurts, and to shed peace abroad in our hearts and lives.  John 14:27  Peace I [Jesus] leave with you, my peace I give unto you: not as the world giveth, give I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.

#3  At the feet of Jesus to worship Him
John 12:1-3  Then, six days before the Passover, Jesus came to Bethany, where Lazarus was who had been dead, whom He had raised from the dead.  2  There they made Him a supper; and Martha served, but Lazarus was one of those who sat at the table with Him.  3  Then took a pound of very costly oil of spikenard, [and Mary] anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped His feet with her hair.  And the house was filled with the fragrance of the oil.

The last of the three times we see Mary at the feet of Jesus is when she came to worship him.  It cost Mary something.  It is believed that this oil was worth a year's wages!  King David said in 2 Samuel 24:24  And the king [David] said unto Araunah, Nay; but I will surely buy it of thee at a price: neither will I offer burnt offerings unto the LORD my God of that which doth cost me nothing.  So David bought the threshingfloor and the oxen for fifty shekels of silver.

God is worthy of worship, and God wants to be worshiped.  It is His due, and He is much to be praised!  Who else sent His only begotten Son?  Who else died for your sin?  Who else loved you with an everlasting love?  Philippians 2:9-11  Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a name which is above every name:  10  That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.
Jesus is to be learned of (study your Bible), He is to be the one we go to (in prayer), He is the one to be worshiped (individually, and corporately at the local church).  Follow Mary's example.  Visit (go to) the feet of Jesus!
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
