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The entire Old and New Testaments were written to reveal Christ to the world. The Old Testament is Jesus Christ concealed; the New Testament is Jesus Christ revealed.  The Old Testament is filled with prophecies regarding the coming Messiah (the Old Testament term Messiah is the New Testament term for Christ). These prophecies, written hundreds of years before Christ was born, predicted the major events of the New Testament:  The Birth, Life, Death, Resurrection, Ascension, and Coming of Jesus Christ.  The New Testament refers to more than 300 Old Testament prophecies fulfilled in and by Christ.  Let us consider a few in this lesson.

Place of Birth

But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little among the thousands of Judah, yet out of thee shall he come forth unto me that is to be ruler in Israel; whose goings forth have been from of old, from everlasting.  Micah 5:2

Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of  in the days of Herod the king, behold, there came wise men from the east to Jerusalem.  Matthew 2:1
The Virgin Birth
Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.  Isaiah 7:14

But while he (Joseph) thought on these things, behold, the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost.  Matthew 1:20 

Of the Tribe of Judah
The sceptre shall not depart from Judah, nor a lawgiver from between his feet, until Shiloh come; and unto him shall the gathering of the people be. Genesis 49:10 
For it is evident that our Lord sprang out of Judah...  Hebrews 7:14 

His Rejection
He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.  Isaiah 53:3

He came unto his own, and his own received him not.  John 1:11
His Betrayal
Yea, mine own familiar friend, in whom I trusted, which did eat of my bread, hath lifted up his heel against me.  Psalm 41:9
Jesus answered, He it is, to whom I shall give a sop, when I have dipped it. And when he had dipped the sop, he gave it to Judas Iscariot, the son of Simon.  John 13:26

The Traitor's Fee

And I said unto them, If ye think good, give me my price; and if not, forbear. So they weighed for my price thirty pieces of silver.  Zechariah 11:12
Then one of the twelve, called Judas Iscariot, went unto the chief priests, and said unto them, What will ye give me, and I will deliver him unto you? And they covenanted with him for thirty pieces of silver.  Matthew 26:14-15

Nailed to a Cross
For dogs have compassed me: the assembly of the wicked have inclosed me: they pierced my hands and my feet.  Psalm 22:16

And when they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, there they crucified him, and the malefactors, one on the right hand, and the other on the left.  Luke 23:33

(Note:  The details of Christ's persecution and death at the hands of those whom He came to save are detailed in Psalm 22 and Isaiah 53. )

Could Not Be Held in the Tomb
For thou wilt not leave my soul in hell; neither wilt thou suffer thine Holy One to see corruption.  Psalm 16:10
He seeing this before spake of the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was not left in hell, neither his flesh did see corruption.  Acts 2:31
So we see Jesus, the One whom the Old Testament testified of, and the One whom the New Testament reveals.  Jesus was not merely a good man-- He was God, a God-man.  It is a mystery how God could come to earth in the flesh of a man, but that is what the scriptures teach:  And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory.  1 Timothy 3:16
When a disciple said to Jesus to "show us the Father," Jesus replied in John 14:9, ....Have I been so long time with you, and yet hast thou not known me, Philip? he that hath seen me hath seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Show us the Father?  Jesus also said in John 10:30,  I and my Father are one.  We can understand God better when we know that Jesus is God, one with the Father. 

Jesus is the Great Creator

In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.  Genesis 1:1
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  The same was in the beginning with God.  All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made....  And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.  John 1:1-3, 14
Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature:  For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him:   Colossians 1:15-16

Jesus is the Great Savior
For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son (Jesus), that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.  John 3:16 
The One whom the Bible is about (John 5:39  Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me.) is also the one who died for your sin, that you might have fellowship with a Holy God, that you might have God's abundant life (John 10:10), that you might have peace.  Jesus is a God of peace, as so often stated in both the Old and New Testaments!
