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It is the desire of God that Christian brothers behave in such a manner as to enjoy the goodness of God and the fellowship of one another. Psalms 133:1 Behold, how good and how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in unity! It is indeed a blessing to be void of conflict. When free of conflict we can make progress in areas of learning and fellowship, and we can enjoy peace and contentment. However, being human, there can be occasions when someone indeed sins against us, even a brother in Christ. What do we do then? 
Matthew 18:15-17

15   Moreover if thy brother shall trespass against thee, go and tell him his fault between thee and him alone: if he shall hear thee, thou hast gained thy brother.
16   But if he will not hear thee, then take with thee one or two more, that in the mouth of two or three witnesses every word may be established.
17   And if he shall neglect to hear them, tell it unto the church: but if he neglect to hear the church, let him be unto thee as an heathen man and a publican.

One of the beautiful things about the Bible is it indeed recognizes the fallen-ness of man, even redeemed man, and thus provides a biblical model for how to handle conflict between brothers. Let’s examine this passage and learn from it.

A Brother Can Indeed Trespass (Sin) Against Another Brother
15. Moreover if thy brother shall trespass against thee…

Lest anyone think that you can attain such a state of spiritual maturity, and also all those around you do also, that you are immune to something in the Christian community trespassing against you, think again! The Bible even has the example of Peter and Paul in a disagreement, and Paul and Silas as well! Do not be confused when a trespass comes, rather, know what to do about it when it does! Bear in mind that the world doesn’t revolve around you, and just because you’ve been slighted, it doesn’t mean a confrontation is necessary. Make sure the offense warrants further discussion. Many times it does not. The key to knowing this is if fellowship is broken between you and another due to the actions of one of you.
Discuss It In Private
15. …go and tell him his fault between thee and him alone…
Everybody has blind spots and can transgress a brother. This can happen in the church, at work, in social settings, wherever. The pressures of the day build and someone can say or do something that causes another one grief. When this happens, if the situation warrants it, then go to the offending brother in private. This allows him to respond before it’s a problem and before it’s known to others. This requires the least pain on the part of the transgressor, and puts him in a frame of mind to acknowledge it and correct it. But this takes guts and maturity on the part of the persons offended, and, sadly, most people tell everyone but the offender about the offense. This behavior is contrary to the teachings of Christ.

The Goals is Reconciliation

15.… if he shall hear thee, thou hast gained thy brother.
The goal is to restore the relationship. To reconcile with your brother when a separation has occurred. As stated earlier, this doesn’t mean that every little thing requires a confrontation, but when fellowship is broken or severe error has occurred, then we go to the brother to restore the relationship. This is the heart of God – reconciliation. The goal is reconciliation. If you are a mature Christian, then this is what you desire. 
The “Check and Balance” of Conflict Resolution
16.  But if he will not hear thee, then take with thee one or two more,
that in the mouth of two or three witnesses every word may be established.
If indeed fellowship is broken off between two brothers, and one of the brothers is not responding in a Christian manner, then, in the hope of reconciliation and to confirm that the trespass is indeed valid, the offended party goes and gets two or three witnesses to go before the offender. This then allows the others to hear the issue and make a determination. Further, it provides witnesses to the confrontation and that it was done in the proper spirit. The goal again being restoring fellowship between the brothers.
The Last Recourse in Conflict Resolution
17. And if he shall neglect to hear them, tell it unto the church…
Telling it to the church doesn’t mean telling everyone you can find. It means telling it the church leadership, be it pastors, elders, deacons – those in spiritual authority. Men and women of maturity and wisdom. There will be questions to be answered at a higher level when the church is approached. Again, these mature persons would know that the goal is restoration of the brother. If the church finds the complaint to be frivolous and groundless, then the complainer is to be rebuked and corrected. If the complaint is valid, then the offender has to repent.

There Is A Limit To Conflict Resolution

17.…but if he neglect to hear the church, let him be unto thee as an heathen man and a publican.
If the issue is so contemptible, so grievous a sin, and the offender will not repent, and it warrants removal from the church, then that is the course, lest others within the church are negatively affected by the actions, attitudes, or words of the offender. Note that he is not being treated like a devil, but as one now outside of the fellowship, but who can be won back into the fellowship when repentance is displayed. The goal always being harmony, fellowship, and unity in a spirit of Christian behavior.

Christians Have A Responsibility To Resolve Conflict
Galatians 6:1  Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are spiritual,
restore such an one in the spirit of meekness; considering thyself, lest thou also be tempted.
It is a sign of strong Christian maturity for a brother to go to another brother who is caught up in a sinful situation and seek to restore them. The attitude must be one of meekness – noting that he too could be just a tempted. We don’t know the road the other brother is taking and what led to the sin in the first place, but once it grabs hold or overtakes him, then the mature, wise, Christian-minded brother has a responsibility to “restore such an one.” God is interested in restoration. As I said earlier, we all have blind spot, even weaknesses. Not all of us came into the kingdom of God early – some came in their late teens, some in their 20s, and some in their 30s. Those who came later may have led rough lives. Temptation is easier for them as they’ve participated in unchristian behavior before. Therefore be meek, be wise, but do what Christ taught – and seek the reconciliation and restoration of a brother who has trespassed against you.
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
