In Jesus’ day, just like today, there were scoffers, the envious, the nay-sayers and the mockers.  In the face of countless miracles men still hardened their hearts and rejected the Savior of all men. Why would this be? Why, of whom it was said that if all of the good things he had done were recorded that the world itself could not contain the books, would men reject Jesus?
Because your nature and my nature is one bent on sin. We were born with a sin nature. The “big picture” of why Jesus came is that in the fullness of time God sent forth His Son to be the Savior of the world. Christ Jesus the Righteous, in whom was no sin or guile, became the sacrifice for sin so that men could be saved. The scriptures teach that if we will seek God with all our hearts we will find Him. Man gets to exercise his free will; the Spirit of God is moving on the hearts of men, but they have to respond.

You yourself are a miracle. Look around. The heavens themselves declare the glory of God. Consider the beautiful mountains and the glorious plant and animal kingdoms. And review the miracles above. You are created in the image of God. Physically you are an intricate organic system comprised of a miracle skeleton, organs, eyesight, hearing, speech, a brain, tactile ability. You are able to eat, to refresh yourself in sleep, and reproduce after your image. Truly you are a miracle.
Yet in Jesus’ day, just like today, people experienced sickness, disease, hunger, want, oppression (demonic and otherwise). And Jesus ministered to those needs, and he’s doing so today through his Spirit and through his Church (the body of Christians). How many times in the gospels were persons sick unto death, and even died, and Jesus came and ministered and turned ashes to beauty, mourning became the oil of gladness, and death was changed into life. And the common people rejoiced. They rejoiced at his good news message, they rejoiced at his compassion, they marveled at his teaching, for he taught with authority and not as the Scribes. How did the Scribes teach? Legalism. Political sermons. Beat down the people. No wonder the common person was amazed at Jesus. Jesus, the kindest man who ever lived; the friend of the poor, the oppressed, the brokenhearted, the prisoner, the sick, the hungry. He was a friend to all of them. He lifted them up. He ministered the will of God to them, which was to make them whole, content, at peace, and happy.

Dear friend, study the miracles of Jesus. Look up the references cited above and pause and reflect on just how kind God is, just how caring God is, just how involved and in-touch God is. If you know Him, recommit your life to Him, to being daily conformed into His image. If you don’t know Him yet, seek h
Him, seek him through his Word, the Bible. Ask God to reveal Himself to you. He’ll do it, He cares for you. Jesus Christ the same yesterday, today, and forever, says the Scriptures. He’s worthy!
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
