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The Jehovah’s Witnesses are the publishers of a Bible translation titled The New World Translation of the Holy Scriptures (NWT). The writers are an anonymous committee of twelve men in Brooklyn, NY. They alone are the first and last word in what is written in the NWT; they also interpret it and determine the teachings of the Watchtower Bible and Tract Society. They are not challenged from within. Every active Jehovah’s Witness accepts without question the teachings of the Society. They are taught that it is God’s Organization, and that all other organizations are of the devil and all other teachings are of the devil.
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A cardinal doctrine of the Jehovah’s Witnesses is their opposition to the Deity of Jesus Christ, that is, they do not recognize him as being Divine (God), rather, they see him as “a god” and a created being. This is a common heresy accepted by all non-Christian faith systems (e.g. LDS, Christian Science, Unity, etc.). However it should be understood that whenever any organization seeks to re-write the Bible to fit its own beliefs it is bound to slip up and overlook scriptures that will contradict the non-orthodox views of those changing the scriptures.  The depth, consistency, and volume of scripture will indeed refute errors of those seeking to change the scriptures. There is simply too much material to revise to eliminate major orthodox Christian doctrine! 

The orthodox Christian church recognizes the Deity of Christ. The Bible supports this teaching, which is why it’s an orthodox Christian doctrine. It is the single most important teaching in the Bible. When something is truth, and a major doctrine, it will typically be found as a common thread woven throughout the Bible. Thus, even if someone rewrites or deletes the more obvious scriptures supporting a particular fundamental doctrine they are highly likely to miss eliminating a lot of less obvious supporting scriptures.  The NWT is no exception. The Watchtower Society revises the NWT annually. There’s a reason for that. Let us look at scriptures in their own version (and also in the KJV) to see how their own NWT supports the doctrine of the Deity of Christ.

Note that any discussion with a member of the Watchtower Society should center on the question of Who Is Jesus Christ? Do not get derailed with other issues – stick to the person of Christ, and his Deity. Jehovah’s Witnesses are thoroughly trained in a host of issues, including their denial of the Deity of Christ. They will defend their scriptures as not supporting the Deity of Christ. They all have the same rehearsed response. Regardless, you stick to this theme and stick to what their Bible says (but also know what your Bible says). The evidence is overwhelming. Do this with meekness and fear, knowing that you are in for a spiritual battle. The following verses are a sampling of the many ways in which the Watchtower NWT declares Christ to be God. Included also are the matching scripture references in the King James Version, a  version they used until they wrote the New World Translation. They will acknowledge the KJV and you can use this version as well when discussing Who Is Jesus Christ. They will not acknowledge other versions as being authoritative.
Judge

Isaiah 33:22 For Jehovah is our Judge, Jehovah is our Statute-giver, Jehovah is our King; he himself will save us.  For the LORD is our judge, the LORD is our lawgiver, the LORD is our king; he will save us.
Psalms 50:6 And the heavens tell of his righteousness, For God himself is Judge. Selah. And the heavens shall declare his righteousness: for God is judge himself. Selah.
2 Timothy 4:1 I solemnly charge you before God and Christ Jesus, who is destined to judge the living and the dead, and by his manifestation and his kingdom. I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom.
· From Isaiah Jehovah is Judge, in Psalms God is Judge, and in 2 Timothy Christ Jesus is Judge, all according to the NWT. This is an example of how the NWT supports the doctrine of the Deity of Jesus Christ. If Jehovah is judge, and Jesus is judge, then Jesus is Jehovah God. Beloved, don’t make this any harder than necessary! Even a child can understand this!
Shepherd

Psalms 23:1 Jehovah is my Shepherd. I shall lack nothing. The LORD is my shepherd; I shall not want.
John 10:11 I am the fine shepherd; the fine shepherd surrenders his soul in behalf of the sheep. I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth his life for the sheep.
· In the book of John Jesus is declaring himself to be the shepherd, yet in the Psalms Jehovah is the shepherd. Jesus is Jehovah according to the NWT.

Light of the World

Psalms 27:1 Jehovah is my light and my salvation. Of whom shall I be in fear? Jehovah is the stronghold of my life. Of whom shall I be in dread? The LORD is my light and my salvation; whom shall I fear? the LORD is the strength of my life; of whom shall I be afraid?
Micah 7:8 Do not rejoice over me, O you woman enemy of mine. Although I have fallen, I shall certainly rise up; although I dwell in the darkness, Jehovah will be a light to me. Rejoice not against me, O mine enemy: when I fall, I shall arise; when I sit in darkness, the LORD shall be a light unto me.
John 8:12 Therefore Jesus spoke again to them, saying: “I am the light of the world. He that follows me will by no means walk in darkness, but will possess the light of life.” Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.
· Another simple text that shows clearly that Jehovah is a light unto them that dwell in darkness and that with him we fear or dread no one. Yet this attribute is given to Christ, the light of the world, and in him we don’t walk in darkness. Do you see how the reality of the Deity of Christ, the God-nature of Jesus, is intertwined throughout the NWT scriptures?

Judgment Seat

Romans 14:10 But why do you judge your brother? Or why do you also look down on your brother? For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of God. But why dost thou judge thy brother? or why dost thou set at nought thy brother? for we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ.
2 Corinthians 5:10 For we must all be made manifest before the judgment seat of the Christ, that each one may get his award for the things done through the body, according to the things he has practiced, whether it is good or vile. For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ; that every one may receive the things done in his body, according to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad.
· Notice in the King James version both verses above refer to the judgment seat of Christ. The NWT changes the text to read judgment seat of God in Romans, but in 2 Corinthians it is overlooked and says judgment seat of Christ. The NWT is saying that Christ is God, a doctrine they deny!

Name in Baptism

Matthew 28:18-19 And Jesus approached and spoke to them, saying: “All authority has been given me in heaven and on the earth. Go therefore and make disciples of people of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the holy spirit. And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth. Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.

Acts 2:38 Peter said to them: “Repent, and let each one of YOU be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for forgiveness of YOUR sins, and YOU will receive the free gift of the holy spirit. Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.
Acts 8:15-16 and these went down and prayed for them to get holy spirit. For it had not yet fallen upon any one of them, but they had only been baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. Who, when they were come down, prayed for them, that they might receive the Holy Ghost: (For as yet he was fallen upon none of them: only they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.)

Acts 10:47-48 Can anyone forbid water so that these might not be baptized who have received the holy spirit even as we have?” With that he commanded them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then they requested him to remain for some days. Can any man forbid water, that these should not be baptized, which have received the Holy Ghost as well as we? And he commanded them to be baptized in the name of the Lord. Then prayed they him to tarry certain days.
Acts 19:5 But On hearing this, they got baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.  When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.
· It’s a fair question to ask a Jehovah’s Witness why we are to be baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus and not Jehovah. Of course, for the Christian it’s no conflict, because Christ is God. Also ask the Jehovah’s Witness why it is that a created being is the one to whom all authority is given. It doesn’t make a lot of sense if Christ is not God, but makes all sense if he is.
Who Sent the Holy Spirit?

Was It The Father? John 14:16-17, 26 and I will request the Father and he will give YOU another helper to be with YOU forever, 17 the spirit of the truth, which the world cannot receive, because it neither beholds it nor knows it. YOU know it, because it remains with YOU and is in YOU…But the helper, the holy spirit, which the Father will send in my name, that one will teach YOU all things and bring back to YOUR minds all the things I told YOU.  And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you…But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.

Was It The Son? John 15:26; 16:7 When the helper arrives that I will send YOU from the Father, the spirit of the truth, which proceeds from the Father, that one will bear witness about me… Nevertheless, I am telling YOU the truth, It is for YOUR benefit I am going away. For if I do not go away, the helper will by no means come to YOU; but if I do go my way, I will send him to YOU. But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the Father, he shall testify of me… Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you.

· For the Trinitarian doctrine of God, these verses are not in contradiction. The Holy Spirit is sent by the Father, the Holy Spirit is sent by the Son, the Holy Spirit is God and is sent by God! Read these verses. Jesus and the Father are one (in Deity). How do the Jehovah’s Witnesses rationalize this? They cannot, even by their own NWT Jesus is God.

King of the Jews

Isaiah 44:6 “This is what Jehovah has said, the King of Israel and the Re-purchaser of him, Jehovah of armies, ‘I am the first and I am the last, and besides me there is no God. Thus saith the LORD the King of Israel, and his redeemer the LORD of hosts; I am the first, and I am the last; and beside me there is no God.
John 19:21 However, the chief priests of the Jews began to say to Pilate: “Do not write ‘The King of the Jews,’ but that he said, ‘I am King of the Jews.’” Then said the chief priests of the Jews to Pilate, Write not, The King of the Jews; but that he said, I am King of the Jews.
· The NWT declares that Jehovah is the King of Israel in Isaiah, and in John it was stated that Jesus said “I am King of the Jews.” Even a child can add this up – Jesus is Jehovah of the Old Testament. This same Jehovah declares that “I am the first and I am the last, and besides me there is no God.” Orthodox Christianity would agree with this, this supports the doctrine of the Trinity – The Father is God, and Jesus is God, but there is only one God – this is Trinitarian teaching! This is teaching that supports the Deity of Jesus Christ.
Worship

God  Matthew 4:10 Then Jesus said to him: “Go away, Satan! For it is written, ‘It is Jehovah your God you must worship, and it is to him alone you must render sacred service.’”  Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.

Revelation 19:10 At that I fell down before his feet to worship him. But he tells me: “Be careful! Do not do that! All I am is a fellow slave of you and of your brothers who have the work of witnessing to Jesus. Worship God; for the bearing witness to Jesus is what inspires prophesying.” And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me, See thou do it not: I am thy fellow servant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy.

Jesus  Hebrews 1:6 But when he again brings his Firstborn into the inhabited earth, he says: “And let all God’s angels do obeisance to him.” And again, when he bringeth in the firstbegotten into the world, he saith, And let all the angels of God worship him.

[The NWT was first published in 1950. The above verse is current NWT. Here’s how my 1970 version of Hebrews 1:6 reads in the NWT: But when he again brings his First-born into the inhabited earth, he says: “And let all God’s angels worship him. Notice the shift from the KJV “worship” to “do obeisance”? Just another change. The KJV was published in 1611 and has not been revised. Think about that. My 1984 NWT says “do obeisance.” There is a world of difference between worship and do obeisance. I can do obeisance to an accomplished person, but I’d hardly worship him. Did the NWT translators get new manuscripts to change from worship to do obeisance, or did they see that they had a problem maintaining their own doctrine when the orthodox view denied it.]

Revelation 5:11-12, 14 And I saw, and I heard a voice of many angels around the throne and the living creatures and the elders, and the number of them was myriads of myriads and thousands of thousands, saying with a loud voice: “The Lamb that was slaughtered is worthy to receive the power and riches and wisdom and strength and honor and glory and blessing.”…And the four living creatures went saying: “Amen!” and the elders fell down and worshiped. And I beheld, and I heard the voice of many angels round about the throne and the beasts and the elders: and the number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of thousands; Saying with a loud voice, Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honour, and glory, and blessing…And the four beasts said, Amen. And the four and twenty elders fell down and worshipped him that liveth for ever and ever.
· The Jehovah’s Witnesses changed Hebrews 1:6 to say “obeisance,” but they overlooked Revelation 5:14. Only God is to receive worship
. Even the angel of Revelation 19:10 refused worship, which was reserved only for God. Yet the Lamb of God, Jesus Christ, is worshipped in Revelation 5:14. So if Jehovah is worshipped in the NWT according to Matthew 4:10, and only God is worshipped in Revelation 19:10, then how is it that Christ is worshipped in Revelation 5:14. It’s because Jesus is God, and he can receive worship!
Who Raised Jesus From The Dead?

It Was The Father Acts 3:15 whereas YOU killed the Chief Agent of life. But God raised him up from the dead, of which fact we are witnesses. And killed the Prince of life, whom God hath raised from the dead; whereof we are witnesses.

Galatians 1:1 Paul, an apostle, neither from men nor through a man, but through Jesus Christ and God the Father, who raised him up from the dead. Paul, an apostle, (not of men, neither by man, but by Jesus Christ, and God the Father, who raised him from the dead.)

It Was The Son John 2:19, 21-22  In answer Jesus said to them: “Break down this temple, and in three days I will raise it up.”…But he was talking about the temple of his body.  When, though, he was raised up from the dead, his disciples called to mind that he used to say this; and they believed the Scripture and the saying that Jesus said.  Jesus answered and said unto them, Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up…But he spake of the temple of his body. When therefore he was risen from the dead, his disciples remembered that he had said this unto them; and they believed the scripture, and the word which Jesus had said.

· Outside of Orthodox Christian Trinitarian Doctrine the NWT or the KJV wouldn’t make much sense with these above verses. Who raised Christ from the dead? God did. The Father is God, the Son is God, the Holy Spirit is God. The Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are all involved in Creation, Redemption, Salvation, and the Resurrection, to name a few topics.
Creator

Genesis 1:1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.
Hebrews 3:4 Of course, every house is constructed by someone, but he that constructed all things is God. For every house is builded by some man; but he that built all things is God.
John 1:1, 3 In the beginning the Word was, and the Word was with God, and the Word was a god…All things came into existence through him, and apart from him not even one thing came into existence. In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God…All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.

Isaiah 44:24 This is what Jehovah has said, your Re-purchaser and the Former of you from the belly: “I, Jehovah, am doing everything, stretching out the heavens by myself, laying out the earth. Who was with me? Thus saith the LORD, thy redeemer, and he that formed thee from the womb, I am the LORD that maketh all things; that stretcheth forth the heavens alone; that spreadeth abroad the earth by myself.
Hebrews 1:8, 10 But with reference to the Son: “God is your throne forever and ever, and the scepter of your kingdom is the scepter of uprightness… And: “You at the beginning, O Lord, laid the foundations of the earth itself, and the heavens are the works of your hands. But unto the Son he saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of thy kingdom…And, Thou, Lord, in the beginning hast laid the foundation of the earth; and the heavens are the works of thine hands:

[Psalms 45:6 God is your throne to time indefinite, even forever; The scepter of your kingship is a scepter of uprightness. Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: the sceptre of thy kingdom is a right sceptre.]
Hebrews 7:3 In being fatherless, motherless, without genealogy, having neither a beginning of days nor an end of life, but having been made like the Son of God, he remains a priest perpetually.
Without father, without mother, without descent, having neither beginning of days, nor end of life; but made like unto the Son of God; abideth a priest continually.
· So God is the creator, God’s throne is unto time indefinite, and the prophecy from the Psalms is regarding Jesus Christ. Hebrews 1:8 is very clear on this, even in the NWT. Thus, God is creator, Christ is Creator. This is so very clear when, again, we compare scripture to scripture.
Lord of Lords

Deuteronomy 10:17 For Jehovah YOUR God is the God of gods and the Lord of lords, the God great, mighty and fear-inspiring, who treats none with partiality nor accepts a bribe. For the LORD your God is God of gods, and Lord of lords, a great God, a mighty, and a terrible, which regardeth not persons, nor taketh reward.
Revelation 17:14 These will battle with the Lamb, but, because he is Lord of lords and King of kings, the Lamb will conquer them. Also, those called and chosen and faithful with him will do so.” These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.
· Pretty clear. Jehovah is the Lord of lords, and Jesus, the Lamb of God, is the Lord of lords. According to the NWT. Again, this fits Trinitarian doctrine. Doctrine can be understood with plain words, and these words ring as clear as a bell – Jesus is Jehovah God!
One God

Isaiah 45:5 I am Jehovah, and there is no one else. With the exception of me there is no God. I shall closely gird you, although you have not known me. I am the LORD, and there is none else, there is no God beside me: I girded thee, though thou hast not known me.
Isaiah 9:6 For there has been a child born to us, there has been a son given to us; and the princely rule will come to be upon his shoulder. And his name will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Eternal Father, Prince of Peace. For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counselor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.
Isaiah 43:10 YOU are my witnesses,” is the utterance of Jehovah, “even my servant whom I have chosen, in order that YOU may know and have faith in me, and that YOU may understand that I am the same One. Before me there was no God formed, and after me there continued to be none. Ye are my witnesses, saith the LORD, and my servant whom I have chosen: that ye may know and believe me, and understand that I am he: before me there was no God formed, neither shall there be after me.
1 Corinthians 8:5-6 For even though there are those who are called “gods,” whether in heaven or on earth, just as there are many “gods” and many “lords,” there is actually to us one God the Father, out of whom all things are, and we for him; and there is one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom all things are, and we through him. For though there be that are called gods, whether in heaven or in earth, (as there be gods many, and lords many,) But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him.

John 20:28-29 In answer Thomas said to him: “My Lord and my God!” Jesus said to him: “Because you have seen me have you believed? Happy are those who do not see and yet believe.” And Thomas answered and said unto him, My LORD and my God. Jesus saith unto him, Thomas, because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed: blessed are they that have not seen, and yet have believed.

· Jesus, as a Rabbi, must correct error. Thomas says point-blank to Jesus “My Lord and my God!” in the NWT and the KJV. Thomas acknowledged Christ as God and Jesus received that worship. In 1 Corinthians chapter 8 above in the NWT there is a differentiation between those called “gods” and “lords,” yet Christ Jesus is not identified with these. So how do the Jehovah’s Witnesses explain their re-write of John 1:1, which in the NWT reads: In the beginning the Word was, and the Word was with God, and the Word was a god. In the KJV, this reads In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. (Reference John 1:14 to see that The Word is in reference to Jesus Christ). In the NWT, how is Jesus “a god” in John 1:1, but “God” in John 20:28 and is Lord (capital L) Jesus Christ in 1 Corinthians? There is indeed one God, which is the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, three persons in one God, the trinity of God.
Savior

Isaiah 43:11 I—I am Jehovah, and besides me there is no savior.” I, even I, am the LORD; and beside me there is no savior.
Isaiah 45:21 Make YOUR report and YOUR presentation. Yes, let them consult together in unity. Who has caused this to be heard from a long time ago? Who has reported it from that very time? Is it not I, Jehovah, besides whom there is no other God; a righteous God and a Savior, there being none excepting me? Tell ye, and bring them near; yea, let them take counsel together: who hath declared this from ancient time? who hath told it from that time? have not I the LORD? and there is no God else beside me; a just God and a Savior; there is none beside me.
1 John 4:14 In addition, we ourselves have beheld and are bearing witness that the Father has sent forth his Son as Savior of the world. And we have seen and do testify that the Father sent the Son to be the Savior of the world.

Acts 4:10-12 let it be known to all of YOU and to all the people of Israel, that in the name of Jesus Christ the Nazarene, whom YOU impaled but whom God raised up from the dead, by this one does this man stand here sound in front of YOU. This is ‘the stone that was treated by YOU builders as of no account that has become the head of the corner.’ Furthermore, there is no salvation in anyone else, for there is not another name under heaven that has been given among men by which we must get saved.” Be it known unto you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, whom God raised from the dead, even by him doth this man stand here before you whole. This is the stone which was set at naught of you builders, which is become the head of the corner. Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.
Titus 1:3-4 whereas in his own due times he made his word manifest in the preaching with which I was entrusted, under command of our Savior, God; to Titus, a genuine child according to a faith shared in common: May there be undeserved kindness and peace from God the Father and Christ Jesus our Savior. But hath in due times manifested his word through preaching, which is committed unto me according to the commandment of God our Savior; To Titus, mine own son after the common faith: Grace, mercy, and peace, from God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ our Savior.

Titus 2:10, 13 not committing theft, but exhibiting good fidelity to the full, so that they may adorn the teaching of our Savior, God, in all things…while we wait for the happy hope and glorious manifestation of the great God and of [the] Savior of us, Christ Jesus.  Not purloining, but showing all good fidelity; that they may adorn the doctrine of God our Savior in all things…Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Savior Jesus Christ.

· Take an honest, clear headed look at these verses. Jehovah is Savior, and Jesus Christ is Savior. So who is the savior, Jehovah or Christ Jesus? The answer is that they both have to be Savior, and that can only happen if God is a Trinity. One God, One Savior, Jehovah is Savior, Jesus Christ is Savior. When you compare scripture with scripture, you have to conclude that the Jehovah of the Old Testament is the Jesus Christ of the New Testament. Even the NWT supports that conclusion!
Everlasting

Micah 5:2 “And you, O Bethlehem Ephrathah, the one too little to get to be among the thousands of Judah, from you there will come out to me the one who is to become ruler in Israel, whose origin is from early times, from the days of time indefinite. But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little among the thousands of Judah, yet out of thee shall he come forth unto me that is to be ruler in Israel; whose goings forth have been from of old, from everlasting.
Matthew 2:1 After Jesus had been born in Bethlehem of Judea in the days of Herod the king, look! astrologers from eastern parts came to Jerusalem. Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judaea in the days of Herod the king, behold, there came wise men from the east to Jerusalem.
· The Watchtower teaches that Jesus was a created being and not God. Yet in Micah we read in the NWT that the ruler in Israel has his origin from time indefinite. And this ruler, who was born in Bethlehem according to Matthew 2:1, is Jesus. Thus, according to the NWT, Jesus had no beginning. God himself has no beginning. Jesus is God.
Make Way For Jehovah (Jesus)

Isaiah 40:3 Listen! Someone is calling out in the wilderness: “Clear up the way of Jehovah, YOU people! MAKE the highway for our God through the desert plain straight. The voice of him that crieth in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the LORD, make straight in the desert a highway for our God.
Matthew 3:3 This, in fact, is the one spoken of through Isaiah the prophet in these words: “Listen! Someone is crying out in the wilderness, ‘Prepare the way of Jehovah, YOU people! Make his roads straight.’” For this is he that was spoken of by the prophet Esaias, saying, The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his paths straight.
· Read all of Matthew chapter three, and you see that John the Baptist was referring to the Lord Jesus Christ, who came and was baptized of John. It was of Jesus that John said “he will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with fire.” Clearly John was crying about making a way for Jehovah, who is Jesus Christ.
One of the rules of Biblical interpretation is to compare scripture with scripture to establish a teaching. When that is done, when the Bible is studied systematically and carefully, major doctrine is made clear and understandable. May Jehovah God, the creator and savior, reveal himself to those lost and in darkness, that they may come into the light of the Gospel and know Jesus, the light of the world.
Consider what the Apostle Peter said concerning the inspired writings of Paul the Apostle: 
2 Peter 3:16-17 As also in all his epistles, speaking in them of these things; in which are some things hard to be understood, which they that are unlearned and unstable wrest, as they do also the other scriptures, unto their own destruction. Ye therefore, beloved, seeing ye know these things before, beware lest ye also, being led away with the error of the wicked, fall from your own steadfastness. 
There are admittedly some things in the scriptures that are hard to understand, Peter himself acknowledges this reality. This doesn’t mean that  a doctrine which is hard to understand cannot be understood. It takes study, teaching, diligence, the illumination of the Holy Spirit, and a right attitude toward learning and the truth. To discount a doctrine like the Trinity, the Deity of Christ, and the Deity of the Holy Spirit, all because we, on first glance, don’t have total understanding is one thing, but to distort the scriptures unto our destruction is the height of foolishness. 
Beloved, here is some very good advice: When you see things in the scriptures that you are supposed to be doing but aren’t, then start doing them! When you see something in the scriptures that you are not supposed to be doing but are, then stop doing it. And when you come across something hard to understand, then get busy studying and learning and understanding. When you see something that challenges your own understanding, don’t dismiss it, but study and change your doctrine if needed. Don’t rewrite the Bible and don’t explain away the verses you don’t like. Just conform to the scriptures and then have the successful Christian life you were intended to have.
The Bible makes a great deal of sense when the Orthodox Doctrine of the Holy Trinity is recognized. Jehovah is God, and there is only one God. But attributes of God (creation, worship, eternal, savior, judge) are ascribed to God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ, and the Holy Spirit as well. This is only explained by understanding God how he really is, a Trinity. Not three Gods, but rather One God revealed in Three Persons (not people, but persons – one who can love, feel, etc.). Because this is such a fundamental theme of Bible, it is found throughout the Bible. The verses listed above are only a sampling of the many ways in which Watchtower Society teaching is contradictory to their own published version of their own Bible. The Bible is uniform in its teaching that Jesus Christ is indeed God, second person of the Holy Trinity. Be ready to share this truth with anyone, even the Witness on your doorstep.
The great God Jesus Christ, who lives and abides forever, loves the Jehovah’s Witnesses and desires them to come into the light of the Gospel, that they may receive forgiveness of sins and eternal life. Be ready to participate in that work of sharing the Gospel of God with them. 
1 Peter 3:15 But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts: and be ready always to give an answer to every man that asketh you a reason of the hope that is in you with meekness and fear.
� Exodus 34:14 For thou shalt worship no other god: for the LORD, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God. (KJV)


Exodus 34:14 For you must not prostrate yourself to another god, because Jehovah, whose name is Jealous, he is a jealous God. (NWT)  So what does it mean to prostrate yourself to another god? Is that the same as worship?
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
