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Christ is the center and heart of the Bible. Jesus said in John 5:39 Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me. One of the ways to prove that is to consider the over 300 prophecies in the Old Testament fulfilled by Christ in the New Testament. It is a fascinating study. 

Jesus, after his resurrection, walked along side two men on the road to Emmaus. Jesus inquired as to their forlornness and they described recent events, how they had hoped in Jesus Christ and that he had been crucified by the religious leaders. Further, they said, his body was not in the tomb. Jesus then revealed himself to them and in Luke 24:25-27 …he said unto them, O fools, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken: 26 Ought not Christ to have suffered these things, and to enter into his glory? 27 And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the scriptures the things concerning himself.  Jesus showed from the scriptures, beginning with Genesis and continuing on through the prophets, that he was the hope and redeemer of Israel, and of all men.
The odds of anyone fulfilling even a dozen prophecies are astronomical, and to fulfill over 300 is beyond mathematical possibility; it is thus a miracle! Consider these 68 fulfilled prophecies. Truly Jesus is the heart and center of the Bible. He wants to be the heart and center of your life too.

So there you have 68 prophecies, roughly 20% of the 313 prophecies concerning the Messiah fulfilled in Jesus Christ. How sad that the religious leaders of Christ’s day who had the law (first five books of Moses – Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers, Deuteronomy) memorized, forward and backward, and had deep knowledge of the poetry, prophets, and historical books as well, yet still missed it. That’s what sin and an unconverted heart will do – blind you to the truth. It’s a self-imposed blindness resulting from a darkened heart intent on doing evil. The truth was staring them right in the face and they missed it!
The remedy is to take Christ, by faith, as Savior. It’s not a blind faith, but a faith based on the testimony of the Scriptures. You can embrace Jesus as Savior and take Him as Lord of your life. Let Him have his way with you. Let him rule and reign in you by His Holy Spirit and experience his abiding peace, comfort and leading. It’s available to you; simply bend your knee, confess your sin, and with a repentant heart receive Jesus. Your life will never be the same.

Take another look at the 68th prophecy above. Let it be your testimony! Don’t miss out because you chose to be blind, remember Luke 24:25-27 …he said unto them, O fools, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken: 26 Ought not Christ to have suffered these things, and to enter into his glory? 27 And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the scriptures the things concerning himself. Do not be slow of heart and don’t be given to unbelief. Look at the 68 prophecies!
