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Is the any limit to what God Almighty can do?  Can he save your soul?  Can he heal your physical body?  Can he minister peace to you, a peace that the world cannot give?  Did God create the world and everything therein?  What about the plants, the animal kingdom, the sea creatures, the mountains, trees, stars, and the heavens?  God is clearly not limited.  And God can take care of your family even when you're not there.  Let's have faith in God that he can protect your children, and let's be encouraged by considering what he did for a certain child from a long time ago.

Exodus 2:1-10  And a man of the house of Levi went and took as wife a daughter of Levi. 2 So the woman conceived and bore a son. And when she saw that he was a beautiful child, she hid him three months. 3 But when she could no longer hide him, she took an ark of bulrushes for him, daubed it with asphalt and pitch, put the child in it, and laid it in the reeds by the river's bank. 4 And his sister stood afar off, to know what would be done to him. 5 Then the daughter of Pharaoh came down to bathe at the river. And her maidens walked along the riverside; and when she saw the ark among the reeds, she sent her maid to get it. 6 And when she had opened it, she saw the child, and behold, the baby wept. So she had compassion on him, and said, "This is one of the Hebrews' children." 7 Then his sister said to Pharaoh's daughter, "Shall I go and call a nurse for you from the Hebrew women, that she may nurse the child for you?" 8 And Pharaoh's daughter said to her, "Go." So the maiden went and called the child's mother. 9 Then Pharaoh's daughter said to her, "Take this child away and nurse him for me, and I will give you your wages." So the woman took the child and nursed him. 10 And the child grew, and she brought him to Pharaoh's daughter, and he became her son. So she called his name Moses, saying, "Because I drew him out of the water."
If you're familiar with even a little Bible history, you know about Moses.  Moses led the nation of Israel out of the land of Egypt, the land of bondage.  But Moses didn't appear on the scene as a grown man, rather he was born into this world as we all are.  And the world he was born into was not good.  Sounds like today.  Let's learn some things from this passage of scripture.

1.  Moses' parents chose the path of faith rather than fear.
1. And a man of the house of Levi went and took as wife a daughter of Levi.

2 So the woman conceived and bore a son...

From Exodus chapter one we can read about how the Israelites lived not only in a harsh environment, but in an environment of murder.  The king of Egypt didn't like the way that the Israelites were multiplying, so he hatch an idea to kill all of the male babies.  The life of the unborn or newborn wasn't worth much back then either.  The "wise" Egyptian government was acting like our government, that is, the way to solve a problem is to kill it.  Yet there were still families that believed that God would take care of them and their children, so they had children.  Moses' parents had faith in God.  Do you too have faith in God to bring children into this world?  God can protect your children.

2.  God works with you in taking care of your children.
2. ...And when she saw that he was a beautiful child, she hid him three months. 3 But when she could no longer hide him, she took an ark of bulrushes for him, daubed it with asphalt and pitch, put the child in it, and laid it in the reeds by the river's bank.

Moses' parents didn't just abandon all responsibilities for the welfare of their children.  We read in Hebrews 11:23  By faith Moses, when he was born, was hidden three months by his parents, because they saw he was a beautiful child; and they were not afraid of the king's command.  God protected Moses, but it was Moses' parents who initiated the action to hide him.  God didn't choose to blind the eyes of the Egyptians, thus leaving nothing for Moses' parents to do; rather, God used their faith in action for the saving of Moses.  God will use what you give him to work with in the keeping of your children too; God will use your prayers to protect your children.

3.  Believe that God can take even evil and make it good.
Romans 8:28  And we know that all things work together for good to those who love God, to those who are the called according to His purpose.

The Bible is loaded of accounts of where people of faith have had negative circumstances turned around for their own good.  This is just another example of how big God is.  I could list person after person that I personally know who have had alcoholic backgrounds, drug additions, fornication's, and on and on, who are now serving God because someone out of the blue came and ministered the gospel to them.  God can use any bad experience to reveal himself in the life of a child.  God uses circumstances to change people.  Stand fast in faith on God's promises.

4.  Believe that what God wants to do is specific to your child, not another.

Acts 7:20  "At that time Moses was born, and he was no ordinary child. For three months he was cared for in his father's house. (NIV)  

Stephen said in Acts 7:20 that Moses was no ordinary child.  Your child is no ordinary child either, but rather is a child whom God loves and whom God wants to care for.  Do you believe that God loves your child?  If you do, then rise up in faith and pray for your child that God's good and perfect will shall be accomplished in your child's life, despite your our your child's circumstances.

5.  God can use other people to bless your child, people that you don't even know.
6 And when she had opened it, she saw the child, and behold, the baby wept. So she had compassion on him...

How could the parents of Moses ever dream that the daughter of the king of Egypt himself would be the very one that would protect and keep alive Moses?  This was the hand of God the whole way.  What about you?  Do you worry, scheme, fret, and complain about your child's direction?  I tell you in Jesus' name that God Almighty can make a way for your child where there doesn't appear to be any way out.  With the best of parents, and with the greatest of opportunities there comes a point when each person has to decide for himself which way he will go.  Conversely, children from a broken home with little obvious opportunities must also make their decisions as to which way they will go.  God stands ready to meet any man or woman who turns to Christ in faith.  God may well use you to minister to someone lost and hurting.  God may use others to minister to your hurting child.  God is not in the business of changing circumstances, he's in the business of changing people, and he often uses circumstances to do just that.

May God bless you as you pray on behalf of your children, and as you believe God for the protection of your children.  Nothing is impossible with God.
