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Does modern science contradict the Bible?  Does the Christian have to turn off his mind and just go on blind faith if he is to believe the Bible?  Does the Bible have scientifically inaccurate statements?  The Bible is a book of truth, and truth never changes.  The Bible can be trusted, because the Bible is 100% truth; if it were not, then which parts were true, and which false?  Let's consider some topics in science.

Astronomy

(the study of the stars and other heavenly bodies,  not to be confused with astrology)

Less than 400 years ago scientists argued over how many stars there were.  Authorities of the day said there were 777, others that there were 1,056, and so forth.  Modern science today believes that there are so many stars that they cannot be numbered.  Jeremiah 33:22 says As the host of heaven cannot be numbered, neither the sand of the sea measured...  This was written over 2,600 years ago!

Geology

(the study of the earth's crust, rocks, fossils, etc.)

In the year 1492 modern science said that the earth was flat.  Christopher Columbus set sail and discovered that the earth was round.  Over 2,700 years ago, Isaiah said it was round.  Isaiah 40:22,  It is He who sits above the circle of the earth, and its inhabitants are like grasshoppers, who stretches out the heavens like a curtain, and spreads them out like a tent to dwell in.  The word "circle" in this verse denotes sphericity, or roundness.  It is the word "khug" in Hebrew.  The Bible says that the earth is round!
Thermodynamics
(the study of the relationship between heat and other forms of energy)
The first law of thermodynamics says that energy is conserved.  Energy can neither be created or destroyed, only converted from one form to another.  This is consistent with the Bible, which says in Genesis 2:1-2  Thus the heavens and the earth, and all the host of them, were finished.  2  And on the seventh day God ended His work which He had done, and He rested on the seventh day from all His work which He had done.  But the first law of thermodynamics is not consistent with current science which says that new galaxies are forming, and that new creation is continuing to happen.  (By the way, with all their efforts, with all their money, with all their universities, with all their education, researchers have not yet been able to create life in the laboratory!)

The second law of thermodynamics, which has been soundly proven, is that of entropy.  Entropy states the irreversible tendency for processes in a self-contained system to go to a lower order.  Otherwise stated, all natural processes lead to an increase in the randomness of the system being considered.  Things left to themselves to be operated on by chance, the method by which evolution is said to have come about, do not get more and more organized, but rather more and more disorganized.  God says man was created, and that sin causes death.  Some modern scientist say that man evolved from one cell up to what we have now (that is, the simple moving to the complex).  Entropy says that things wear down, loose energy, tend toward randomness (like an acre of land left to itself-- it gets overgrown, disorderly).  Evolution contradicts the second law of thermodynamics-- and this law is considered to be basic to an understanding of the working of things around us!

By the way, if things wear out, then the sun is wearing out also.  It is an established fact that the sun is running out (when, who knows?).  But let it run out of energy.  Let it become a black star.  The Bible says one day we won't need the sun!  Revelation 21:23 The city had no need of the sun or of the moon to shine in it, for the glory of God illuminated it. The Lamb is its light.

Physics

(the science dealing with the properties, changes, interactions, etc., of matter and energy)

Physics has three fundamental laws:

1st:
No force, no movement 

2nd:
Force equals mass times acceleration, F = (m)(a)

3rd:
For each action there is a reaction

Apart from God, there is no explanation for what caused the first force, since all forces are a result of other forces!  But the Bible accounts for it right off the bat:  Genesis 1:1  In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.
Archeology

(the study of the life of ancient peoples, as by excavation of ancient cities, etc.)
It is a fact that no archeological finding has ever disproved anything in the Bible.  The Bible is even used by non-Christian archeologists because of its great accuracy.  Genesis 8:4, Then the ark rested in the seventh month, the seventeenth day of the month, on the mountains of Ararat.  Noah' ark is believed to have been found under a wall of ice on Mt. Ararat in Turkey.  Scientific expeditions are still being carried out there.

Engineering
(the planning, designing, construction, etc. of machines, roads, bridges, etc.)
With enough money and time anyone can do anything.  But a good engineer uses only what he needs.  God is the best engineer.  Consider Noah's ark:  Genesis 6:15  And this is how you shall make it:  The length of the ark shall be three hundred cubits, its width fifty cubits, and its height thirty cubits.  Compare this to Genesis 7:20, The waters prevailed fifteen cubits upward, and the mountains were covered.  A cubit is about 18 inches.  Water was 15 cubits above the tallest mountain.  The ark was 30 cubits tall.  For the best balance, the ark would have been half under water, and half above water.  With this being the case, it would still clear the tallest mountain.  Just enough water, just enough ark draft.  

Medical Surgery

(the treatment of disease, injury, etc., by manual or instrumental operations)
A doctor who first began practice as a surgeon in 1876 wrote that, in one of the largest hospitals in the USA, that his first winter at the hospital, with the exception of one or two persons, everyone operated on died of blood poisoning.  The surgeons were the most esteemed of their day.  But the practice of washing hands and changing clothes after coming in contact with disease had not been established.  It was not until 1960 that the New York Department of Health published a book describing the proper way to wash hands.  But God told Moses 3,400 years ago about the importance of washing in Numbers 19:17-19  And for an unclean person they shall take some of the ashes of the heifer burnt for purification from sin, and running water shall be put on them in a vessel.  18  A clean person shall take hyssop and dip it in the water, sprinkle it on the tent, on all the vessels, on the persons who were there, or on the one who touched a bone, the slain, the dead, or a grave.  19  The clean person shall sprinkle the unclean on the third day and on the seventh day; and on the seventh day he shall purify himself, wash his clothes, and bathe in water; and at evening he shall be clean.
Circumcision

(part 1)

In the early 1900's a study of Jewish women showed that their incidence of cervical cancer was almost non-existent.  Their husbands were circumcised according to Jewish custom.  In years gone by deaths attributed to cervical cancer among women in the general population of the USA numbered thousands annually.  God told Abraham about the practice of circumcision 4,000 years ago as we read in Genesis chapter 17.

Genesis 17:9-14  And God said to Abraham: As for you, you shall keep My covenant, you and your descendants after you throughout their generations.  10  This is My covenant which you shall keep, between Me and you and your descendants after you: Every male child among you shall be circumcised;  11  and you shall be circumcised in the flesh of your foreskins, and it shall be a sign of the covenant between Me and you.  12  He who is eight days old among you shall be circumcised, every male child in your generations, he who is born in your house or bought with money from any foreigner who is not your descendant.  13  He who is born in your house and he who is bought with your money must be circumcised, and My covenant shall be in your flesh for an everlasting covenant.  14  And the uncircumcised male child, who is not circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin, that person shall be cut off from his people; he has broken My covenant.

Amazingly, in a switch of opinion, current medical recommendation (as of the early 1980's) is for baby boys to not get circumcised.

Circumcision
(part 2)

As was written above, God told Abraham that circumcision was to be performed on the eighth day.  Not the seventh, not the ninth, not the second or fifth. In 1947 medical specialist made an amazing discovery.  Human blood needs certain elements to clot, one is called prothrombin, which needs vitamin K to form it.  On the eighth day of a new born male vitamin K reaches its normal amount.  On the same day prothrombin skyrockets to 110% efficiency, making it the perfect time for circumcision.  That keeps the baby from heavy bleeding!  Again, this was written 4,000 years ago!

Sanitation
(the science and practice of effecting hygienic conditions; drainage and disposal of sewage)

Even today, some tribes and peoples use brooks and streams for bathrooms.  This leads to sickness and disease-- particularly for those down river.  Even in some other uncivilized areas of the world normal bodily waste is left out in the open, where flies breed and carry disease.  Intestinal disease spreads and many people die.  Almost 4,000 years ago God told His people in Deuteronomy 23:12-13,  Also you shall have a place outside the camp, where you may go out;  13  and you shall have an implement among your equipment, and when you sit down outside, you shall dig with it and turn and cover your refuse.
The practice of simply them taking a shovel along with them when they had to use the bathroom, and covering it in the ground when they were done, prevented the needless loss of life by the Israelites.  God knew the score, and told it to them. 

Meteorology
(the science of the atmosphere and its phenomena; the study of weather, climate)
Only recently has science recognized the hydrologic cycle where water in oceans evaporate-- the evaporated water condenses into clouds-- the clouds are carried by the wind currents-- the clouds precipitate their water as rain-- the rain is channeled into rivers-- the rivers run into the oceans-- the cycle repeats.

But the writer of Ecclesiastes knew of this cycle almost 3,000 years ago!  The Bible says in Ecclesiastes 1:6-7,  The wind goes toward the south, and turns around to the north; the wind whirls about continually, and comes again on its circuit.  7  All the rivers run into the sea, yet the sea is not full; to the place from which the rivers come, there they return again.

Job also knew this, and he knew it over 4,000 years ago:  Job 36:27-29  For He draws up drops of water, which distill as rain from the mist,  28  Which the clouds drop down and pour abundantly on man.  29  Indeed, can anyone understand the spreading of clouds, the thunder from His canopy?

Statistics
(the branch of mathematics dealing with probabilities)

The scriptures teach that Jesus Christ is the creator of the universe.  Colossians 1:17, And He (Jesus Christ) is before all things, and by Him all things consist.  Let's finish this study with some fun.  How long would it take a billion monkeys, typing on a billion typewriters, for one of them to come up with a combination of key strokes to type IN THE BEGINNING GOD CREATED THE HEAVEN AND THE EARTH?

In one year they would have punched out 158,000,000,000,000,000 strokes.  If single spaced on one side of the page, all the papers produced would make eight stacks from hear to the moon.  But that is only the start!  For one of the monkeys (out of a billion) to come up with that verse, it would take 120,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000, 000,000 years for there to be even a one in one-hundred chance of a monkey coming up with that verse.  Yet some scientists would have us believe that man, plants, insects, animals, everything living, evolved from nothing into everything in a mere 5,000,000,000 years.  What takes more faith? evolution or creation?

___________________________________________________________________

This is hardly an exhaustive study of science and the Bible.  It should show, however, that the Bible was well in advance of scientific understanding, past and present.  Is science evil?  Certainly not.  There are hundreds of Christian engineers and scientists who believe the Bible, believe in Christ, and believe in creation, and who have rejected the theory of evolution.

Many of the famous scientists were Christians who believed their Bibles and Jesus Christ.  The list includes Robert Boyle, father of chemistry, Issac Newton, inventor of the calculus and perhaps the greatest scientist of all time, Johann Kepler, father of astronomy, and on and on.  God is not opposed to science.  Rather, real science sees God's hand of order and majesty.
