Introduction

· The Bible is One Book comprised of two Testaments, the Old and the New.

· The Bible is written in Classifications.  Four in the OT and Four in the NT.

· The Bible has 66 individual books, 39 in the OT and 27 in the NT.

· Read complete Books and complete Classifications, read the Bible in Order.

· Christ is the central figure of the Bible; he is concealed in the Old Testament and revealed in the New Testament.

· God’s relationship to man, including Salvation, is the central theme of the Bible.

· Any Christian can understand the Bible; it was written to reveal truth.

· The Old Testament is the account of a Nation; the New Testament is the account of a Man.

· The Nation was founded and nurtured by God to bring the Man into the world.

· Each book, individually, has a theme and message.

· Each classification of books has a theme and a purpose.

· Do not take longer than seven days to read any individual book.

· The entire Bible can be read in 80 hours; that averages to 15 minutes per day.

· Look for Christ, and look for the message in each book of the Bible.

THE BIBLE
1. The Bible is one book, composed of 66 books, with 39 in the Old Testament, and 27 in the New Testament.   (3 x 9 = 27)
2. The central person of the Bible is Jesus Christ.
3. The Bible is God’s written revelation of His will to men.
4. The central theme of the Bible is salvation through Jesus Christ.
5. The Old Testament is Jesus Christ concealed, and the New Testament is Jesus Christ revealed.
6. The Old Testament is the account of a nation and the New Testament is the account of a man.
7. The nation was nurtured by God to bring the man into the world.
8. The word “testament” means “covenant,” or agreement.
9. The Old Testament is the covenant God made with man about his salvation before Christ came.  The New Testament is the agreement God made with man about his salvation after Christ came.

(Luke 24:27)  And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he [Jesus] expounded unto them in all the scriptures the things concerning himself.
Concerning The Bible

· Jesus Christ is the center and heart of the Bible, he is the center and heart of history, and is the center and heart of our lives.

· The Bible says of itself that it is inspired of God (2 Timothy 3:16).

· Jesus said that the Bible testifies of himself (John 5:39).

· The Bible was written by approximately 40 men over a period of 1600 years (1500 before the birth of Christ, 100 years after the birth Christ).

· God's immutable plan and purpose of the ages is "A Perfect Company in Harmony with His Perfect Will - to Love Him with a Perfect Love - to be Like Him and with Him Throughout a Perfect Eternity."

· The Bible, dear reader, is not about YOU and about what YOU get and about what YOU want, but it's about Christ, and it's about God's relationship with Man.

· Approach the Bible to know about Christ, about how to live, about how to please God, and discover how wonderful Christ and the Christian life really is

· The Bible's truths are not hidden, to be revealed to only a few select men, but God truths are intended for all men, and they are easy to understand, to follow, and to love.

· Any Christian can live a victorious life by putting into practice the simple, easy to understand truths of his or her Bible.

Notes:

Concerning The Old Testament

· The Old Testament contains 75% of the volume of the Bible.

· The Old Testament is Jesus Christ concealed, and throughout the Old Testament Christ is increasingly revealed, first in types and shadows, and ultimately in direct, vivid prophecy.

· The Old Testament's four-fold divisions lay the foundation for the coming of the Messiah Savior anticipating Him as Prophet, Priest, and King and as the suffering savior who must die for Man's sin before He reigns.

· The four divisions are:

· (1) The Law: The Foundation for Christ.
· (2) History: The Preparation for Christ.
· (3) Poetry: The Aspiration for Christ.
· (4) Prophecy and The Prophets: The Expectation of Christ.

· Further, the Old Testament is the account of a nation, the nation of Israel.

· The nation was founded and nurtured of God to bring the Messiah into the world.

· Though the 39 books of the Old Testament are linked as the unfolding revelation of God's master plan, that is, to bring Christ into the earth, each book in and of itself contains special truths, teachings, lessons, admonitions, examples, doctrines, and foreshadows of Christ to delight the reader for a lifetime!

· Yet the more the reader understands the historical settings of each book, the more the reader will glean from the great teachings of the Bible.

Concerning The New Testament

· The New Testament contains 25% of the volume of the Bible.

· The New Testament is Jesus Christ revealed.

· The four-fold division of the New Testament is as follows: 

· (1) The Gospels: The Manifestation of Christ - it tells the story of the coming of the long-anticipated Savior and His person and work.

· (2) History (The Acts): The Propagation of Christ - through the work of the Holy Spirit, Acts proclaims the message of the Savior who has come.

· (3) The Letters (Epistles): The Explanation and Application of Christ's Teachings - develops the full significance of the person and work of Christ and how this should impact the walk of the Christian as Christ's ambassador in the world.

· (4) The Revelation (Prophecy): The Con-summation of All Things - anticipates the end time events and the return of the Lord Jesus Christ, His end time reign, and the eternal state.

· The plan of God is simple.  "For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth on Him would not perish, but have everlasting life." John 3:16

Prisoners For Christ University

What: PFC-U is the classroom training and equipping branch of Prisoners For Christ Outreach Ministries. PFC is committed to training its volunteers in ministry, leadership, and personal development.

Why: The PFC volunteer encounters special circumstances in jail and prison ministry. Whether a new or seasoned volunteer, training in “best current practices” minimizes needless errors while maximizing ministry potential.

When: Training takes place twice annually, every Spring and Fall on a fifth Saturday (March/April and September/October).

Time: Most courses are between three and six hours.

Who: Courses are open to the public.  Registration is required.  Affiliation with PFC is not required.

Cost: Only free-will offerings unless otherwise specified. (Suggested offering of $15 covers minimum course expenses.)

Requirements: Most courses have a pre-requisite. All 400-level and above courses also require permission of the Executive Director.

Course Descriptions and Prerequisites

PFC 100 – Basic Adult Training – Part 1

Prerequisite: Concurrent registration in PFC 200

[3-hours]  Introduction to Jail and Prison Ministry  For the new or potential volunteer – describes the PFC vision, mission and strategy; the biblical basis for prison ministry, inmate statistics, overview of the Washington State Corrections System, PFC Volunteer Code of Conduct, and how to best partner with the institutions for maximum effectiveness. (Required for all new adult ministry volunteers.)

PFC 110 –Basic Training – Juvenile

Prerequisite: None

[6-hours] For the new or potential volunteer - describes the PFC vision, mission and strategy, an overview of the Juvenile system in Washington, PFC Volunteer Code of Conduct.  Course will also cover the basics in understanding the juvenile mindset, effective communication with youth and evangelism techniques. (Required for all new Juvenile ministry volunteers.)

PFC 120 – Musical Team Training

Prerequisite: None

[3-hours] This class will offer effective and creative techniques for ministering with emphasis and information pertinent to the prison setting. Register to learn, grow and have fun!

PFC 130 – Bible Study Graders

Prerequisite: None

[3-hours] Describes the PFC National Bible Study program, a growing two-year correspondence course complete with over 80 individual Bible Studies.  How to grade the studies, how to write encouraging comments, the goals of the program, how to deal with inmate requests, difficult issues and situations.
PFC 200 – Basic Adult Training, Part 2

Prerequisite: PFC 100 or PFC 110

[3-hours] Teaming and Leadership  Defines the “franchise” concept of team ministry.  Covers the roles and responsibility of the group leader, the PFC office, elements of the chapel service, and fundamentals of leadership. (Required for all new PFC volunteers as well as group leader candidates.)

PFC 210 – Church Liaison

Prerequisite: PFC 100 or PFC 110

[3-hours] Teaching on how to be the voice connecting the local church to PFC. Includes your relationship with the pastor, recruiting, utilizing resources, and administration. (Required for all new church liaison candidates.)

PFC 220 – Speaker’s Bureau 

Prerequisite: PFC 200 and Permission of Instructor

[3-hours] This course will effectively equip the prison ministry volunteer to become a link to the local church. Learn nine methods to effectively communicate to the local church body. Learn the ropes of public speaking how to tame the public speaking “butterflies.”

PFC 300 – Understanding Different Doctrines 

Prerequisite: PFC 100 or PFC 110

[3-hours] Concisely explains 13 major doctrines and how seven other religions view them. Includes ready-made miniaturized quick-reference handouts to be affixed in the back of your Bibles. Guaranteed to increase your faith and improve your witnessing. (Recommended for all group leaders, preachers and teachers.)

PFC 310 – Practical Preaching/Teaching Workshop

Prerequisite: PFC 100 or PFC 110, PFC 300

[3-hours] Explains how to recognize the gift of teaching/preaching as well as how to prepare, organize, develop, write, and deliver an effective sermon or Bible study.  Includes in-class exercises on writing, preparing and delivering messages. (Recommended for all current and potential preachers and teachers.)

PFC 320 – Understanding Addictions 

Prerequisite: PFC 100 or PFC 110

[3-hours] This course offers a basic understanding of addictions. The student will be able to recognize addictive tendencies, understand the causes of addictions, understand appropriate and inappropriate behavior when dealing with the addict, and gain a framework for overcoming addictions. (Recommended for anyone who interacts with current or former addicts.)

PFC 330 – Grief and Loss 

Prerequisite: PFC 100 or PFC 110 or Permission of Instructor

[6-hours] This course is for those who want to learn how to work more effectively with people who are grieving. You will gain a basic understanding of the grief process and how we manifest behaviors around our pain.  A must for people working with those who are hurting. Practical tools, tips and discussion around ministry to the mourning.

PFC 400, 410, 420 –Aftercare Ministry, Parts 1, 2, 3

Prerequisites: PFC 200 and PFC 400

[6-hours each] Describes the vision and ministry of PFC’s Northwest Aftercare Facility.  Explains how to meet both the 24-hour practical and spiritual needs of the newly released inmate. (Required for all aftercare ministry persons.)

PFC 430 – Integrating the Inmate into the Local Church

Prerequisite: PFC 100

[3 hours] Practical wisdom in integrating an inmate and his family into the local church.  Understanding pitfalls, expectations, and congregational attitudes.  Some legal requirements are discussed.  Strong biblical approach.  (Recommended for anyone in a church leadership position.)

PFC 500 – PFC Missionary 

Prerequisite: Approval of the PFC Board of Directors

[6-hours] Practical nuts and bolts and spiritual expectations of individuals called or sensing a calling to full-time jail and prison ministry.  Explores the roles and methods of teachers, preachers, chaplains, administration, and fund raising.  Advanced leadership, networking, and organizational concepts are introduced.  (Recommended for those desiring eventual full-time missionary service in jails and prisons.)

FOUR DIFFERENT BIBLE READING PLANS

The 10-chapter a day plan

I.  Every day, read one chapter from each of the 10 categories.  You will get through the Bible easily in one year, with major books being read more than once, and major chapters being read up to a dozen times, and the great Faith and Love chapters being read over a hundred times!

1. Matthew, Mark, Luke, John, Acts

2. Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers, Deuteronomy

3. Romans, 1 & 2 Corinthians, Galatians, Ephesians, Philippians, Colossians, Hebrews

4. 1 & 2 Thessalonians, 1 & 2 Timothy, Titus, Philemon, James, 1 & 2 Peter, 1, 2 & 3 John, Jude, Revelation

5. Job, Ecclesiastes, Song of Solomon

6. Psalms

7. Proverbs

8. Joshua, Judges, Ruth, 1 & 2 Samuel, 1 & 2 Kings, 1 & 2 Chronicles, Ezra, Nehemiah, Esther

9. Isaiah, Jeremiah, Lamentations, Ezekiel, Daniel, Hosea, Joel, Amos, Obadiah, Jonah, Micah, Nahum, Habakkuk, Zephaniah, Haggai, Zechariah, Malachi

10. Hebrews 11, 1 Corinthians 13

The 15-minute per day plan.

II.  Begin in Genesis and go straight on through Revelation, reading 15 minutes per day.  At this rate you will get through the Bible in a year.

The New Testament Plan.

III.  Read the New Testament through in one year.  Read five minutes per day, only in the New Testament.  You will complete the entire New Testament in one year.  (The next year, when you’re grounded in the New Testament, read the Old and the New for a deeper understanding of the Old.

The Book per Week plan.

IV.  Take no more than one week to read any book, no matter how long it is.  Read a book in a day whenever possible.  This allows you to get the entire perspective.  Long books (Isaiah, Psalms, Luke, etc.) should be divided into at most sevenths, so that they can be completed in one week maximum.  Other books can be read in under a week, and many read in one day (did you know that the book of Isaiah is longer than all of the books of the minor prophets combined?).

Regardless of the plan you use, choose one and stick to it.  If you get off course, regroup and get back on course (don’t “beat yourself up” over it and quit).  Approach each book with knowledge of its main theme.  Look for Christ in each book (e.g., Noah’s Ark is a “type of Christ,” those “in” the ark were saved from God’s judgment).
