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Who am I?  Am I a felon?  Am I a minority?  Am I a loser?  Am I unchangeable?  Is it my fate to go from institution to institution?  Will I never get a good break?  Will my past forever limit me?

As a Christian, you have a Heavenly Father who loves you; you have a Savior who died and rose from the dead for you; you are indwelt by the Holy Spirit of God.

This lesson deals with who you are in God's eyes, and what you can become as a Christian.  When we see ourselves as God sees us, then we can be happy about ourselves and know with confidence that we are, important to God and that we have an exciting future to look forward to.

1 Corinthians 6:9‑11

Can a man be changed?
Contained in this list of sins are some pretty bad things: fornicators, idolaters, adulterers, effeminate (men acting like women), abusers of themselves with mankind (homosexuals), thieves, covetous (wanting what belongs to other), revilers (rebels), and extortioners.  But the great hope of the Gospel is that regardless of one's past, the blood of Jesus is sufficient to wash away the sin.  God's mercy goes deeper than any sin you've committed.  Accept God's forgiveness.  Repent of sin, ask God to wash you clean, then begin living like a child of God.  Remember verse 11: "And such WERE some of you. But you were washed, but you were sanctified, but you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus and by the Spirit of our God."

Romans 5:6‑11

Christ died for you
Is it not true that it would be hard to find someone who would give his life for a good man?  It would be almost impossible to find someone to die for a wicked man.  But the beautiful story of the Bible is that Jesus died for sinners.  If God died for us, then why do we figure God hates us?  God is not the problem.  God loves us!

Romans 8:28‑39

More than conquerors
This is an excellent passage telling of the love of God toward his people. Notice how God is bringing us to a place of conformance with the Lord Jesus, notice that if God be for us, who can be against us?  Notice also that nothing will ever separate us from the love of Christ!  We're not just getting by, we are conquerors, yea, more than conquerors!
