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Have you ever heard the question, “why doesn’t God do something?” Like many people you may have asked it yourself. You may still be asking it. When you visit a hospital and see the ill, even children, we can ask, “why doesn’t God do something?” Visit places outside of the United States – Goma City, Democratic Republic of the Congo, the rape capital of the world, a country that has been ravaged by two major internal wars where women and children suffer. Rwanda, the 1994 genocide, where helpless people, even women and children, were tortured and slaughtered. India and its leper colonies and tent cities where people live their lives in grinding poverty, ostracized from society. Having seen these first-hand one can ask “why doesn’t God do something.” In America when I interview inmates seeking to enter our clean and sober home and I learn of their abuse, their neglect, their exposure at young ages, even age five where they are introduced to marijuana and alcohol, and their lives are ruined, it’s easy to ask “why doesn’t God do something?” 
We ask “why doesn’t God do something?” because we believe that God is all powerful, and we also believe that God is love, and if these two are the case, then “why doesn’t God do something?” to alleviate the injustice and the suffering? Well, let’s consider that question.
The answer is that God has done something about it.  You may not like the answer…. God’s method is to use His people to carry out his will. Now, if that’s the case, then God has to do five different things:

1) God has to make a way for relationship to be established between Himself (holy) and mankind (sinful). The sin problem has to be solved. God did this when He gave the best Heaven had.  John 3:16-17 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.
2) God has to give man clear instruction on His will and His ways. Man is going to need to understand kingdom of Heaven principles. This is found in the Scriptures.   2 Timothy 3:16-17 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 17 That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.
3) Man is going to need supernatural equipping. Man will have to be internally motivated to pursue God’s will and be able to overcome his own sin nature. This is done through the giving and infilling of the Holy Spirit, God Himself, lives within His people. Romans 8:13-15  For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live. 14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. 15 For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father.
4) There really should be an organizational structure, a system that can be built upon to effectively fulfill the Great Commission (reaching the world for Christ). Acts 20:28 Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed the church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood.  Ephesians 4:11-12 And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; 12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: 
5) Man is going to have to know who the enemy is and who it is not. Ephesians 6:11-13  Put on the whole amour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. 12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places. 13 Wherefore take unto you the whole armor of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.
Fascinating. If you want a better answer, ask a better question. The question “why doesn’t God do something” is a question borne out of emotion (God gave people emotions) and a lack of knowledge of how the kingdom of God works. Here’s a better question, “how can God use me to do something?” The reality is that God uses His people to be His hands extended. 
When in India I saw Christian pastors and evangelists reaching lepers, inmates, the poor, the sick, the orphan, the widow. I saw orphanages founded by Christian men in Hyderabad and New Delhi. Those children are not going to be begging on the streets and going to bed in an alley all because God’s people are doing something. When in the Congo I saw Christian ministers traveling to prisons when they themselves have scant little of this worlds goods. What causes them to do this? 2 Corinthians 4:14 For the love of Christ constraineth us… This is what the Holy Spirit, living within a Christian, compels him to do. 
It is revealing how those who say “why doesn’t God do something?” don’t attend church, don’t get taught how the kingdom of God works, don’t understand kingdom principles, and often don’t ‘do something’ themselves to help others. Consider these principles of the kingdom of God as revealed in the Bible:
· Giving allows you to prosper so you can give some more and have your needs met as well. Yet the work of the kingdom of God goes wanting because Christians hoard what they have and thus lose what they have, rather than giving out of a generous heart and promoting the work of the Gospel and increasing their own wealth in the process. If all God’s people tithed (gave 10% of their income) then the local and worldwide work of God would be funded totally. Totally. I heard a pastor say one time that tithing was unreasonable and that it’s too hard to do that in this economy. I noted he had a 60” flat screen entertainment center. Jesus said where your treasure is there will your heart be also.
· Raising a family properly according to Biblical principles of order in the home equals a lifetime of success. With a solid family society is built, the church is built, and the Gospel can go forward. Divorce, child rebellion, cheating, lack of discipline, chaos – all of this handicaps the work of the Gospel. Families in chaos must spend all their time helping themselves, and thus no outreach.
· Working hard allows progress. Education. Learning. Discovery. These all improve society, improve the living standard. And this generates wealth that allows a springboard to surplus, and this surplus becomes the resources to take the Gospel to the four corners of the world. No economy, no outreach. Biblical teaching is about building, not destroying. Building alleviates suffering and allows for expansion. Education and learning produce doctors, lawyers, engineers, craftsmen, leaders, missionaries, and more. These people then do good works, works that advance the kingdom of God.
· Law – all the way back to the first five books of the Bible, the law was given. Law allows progress. Principles in the Bible support the advancement of society. Follow these principles and succeed. People succeed. Society succeeds. The kingdom of God succeeds. Honorable political leaders who are to be experts in law will be a blessing to their nation, and advance the kingdom of God on earth.
· Maturing as a Christian. This comes through teaching, and a lot of that teaching we get in church. There are so many principles in the Bible, and trained, educated ministers called to be pastors and teachers can explain the scriptures so that you succeed, so that you are equipped to advance the kingdom of Heaven, and you can be accountable to others, growing from being a baby Christian to a mature Christian that is useful to the work of the kingdom of God.

The trinity of God – Father, Son, and Holy Spirit – has done something. The commission is clear. The blueprint is specific, God Himself living with us, the principles of the kingdom of God have been given, the organization to carry out his will and protect the person, the church, is in place. So lets us ask the Almighty God to use us, to have His way with us, to indwell us and prosper us as we purpose to follow His leading. Jesus calls us to be His hands extended – Matthew 25:42-45 For I was an hungred, and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me no drink: 43 I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not.  44 Then shall they also answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto thee? 45 Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not to me. 
God did indeed do something. The question now is, “what are you going to do with God’s help?” Let us close with an Old Testament and a New Testament verse showing that God’s people are God’s hands extended: Isaiah 6:8-9  Also I heard the voice of the Lord, saying, Whom shall I send, and who will go for us? Then said I, Here am I; send me. 9 And he said, Go, and tell this people… Romans 10:13-15 For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved. 14 How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher? 15 And how shall they preach, except they be sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things! 
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
